APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE.  Cllrs C Turnbull and S Lynch

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST.  Cllr A Turnbull declared a personal and prejudicial interest in matters relating to Northumbrian Water.

COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT.  County Councillor Karen Quinn attended the meeting and gave a verbal report on matters relating to Northumberland County Council. 
a) Pavements.  Several pavements had been resurfaced in Ovingham.  Any problem areas in Horsley are to be reported to Karen.

b) Pot Holes.  Cllr Quinn advised that she is able to nominate 3 priority areas in her ward.

c) County Hall.  It was noted that the move of County Hall to Ashington had been stopped.

d) Post 16 Transport.  The cost of Post 16 Transport is being looked into with new ways to pay.  The new administration is hoping to scrap the costs.

e) Local Area Councils.  Northumberland had been split into 5 areas and local area and planning committees meeting monthly.  Horsley comes under the Tynedale area.  

f) Local Transport Plan Programme.  Priorities for inclusion in the LTP 2018-19 will need to be submitted in the next couple of months.  The crossroads at Holeyn Hall Road is to have safety improvements.

g) Library Bus.  Residents advised that the books in the library bus are in plastic boxes on the floor of the bus.  This makes it very difficult for the older residents to access.  Cllr Quinn is to look into this.

RESIDENTS.  
a) BUS SHELTER. A bus shelter had been requested at the west bound stop at Cherrytree Gardens.  Permission is awaited from NCC as to the location.  Quotes are being obtained.
b) THE HEARTH.  It was noted that the Hearth are looking for another trustee.
c) STREET LIGHTS.  It was noted that the majority of the street lights had been upgraded to LED however there are still a few that still need to be upgraded.
d) GUTTERS/GULLEYS.  It was noted that the gutters and gulleys in Horsley are full of vegetation.  This had been reported to Highways.  
e) POTHOLES.  The road to Harlow Hill and Close House have a number of potholes.  These will be reported to NCC.
f) WEST END COTTAGE.  An planning application for extensions to this property do not have enough information on how the property will attach to the adjoining property.  The Parish Council will look into this and submit their comments.

b) Play Area.  Minute 0915 refers.  It was noted from the Annual Play Area Inspection Report that the trim trail is in such a poor condition that it needs to be removed.  Unfortunately, it had not been possible to find anyone who would remove it.  Cllr A Turnbull is to approach NWL to see if they will remove the items.  
c) Rumble Strips.  A lengthy discussion took place over how effective the rumble strips are and the concerns over the number of cars that cross onto the opposite side of the road to avoid the strips.  Suggestions of removing them all together or placing them across the whole carriageway were discussed.  It was suggested that a survey be carried out in the parish.
