OPEN SESSION

A resident had contacted the clerk asking if several concerns could be raised including:

· Mud on Church Lane caused by the bin lorry mounting the bank, Cllr Cottee will follow up with Streetwise.

· Pot holes on Church Lane, the clerk will report these to Via.

· The school mini bus being left on Church Hill, the clerk will write to the school head conveying the frustration of local residents about inconsiderate parking. Cllr Cottee commented that the police had been involved and had confirmed that the parking was not illegal and all they could do was speak with the school. Cllr Cottee agreed to seek further advice from Cllr Inglis.

· A hedge on Main Road opposite Ives & Co obstructing the visibility for drivers turning onto Main Road from Church Lane. Cllr Cottee noted a highways officer had visited the site and the hedge had been cut back to the boundary and was not considered to be encroaching on the highway. Cllr Cottee agreed to ask the officer to revisit and look from the junction with Church Lane.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 3RD OCTOBER 2022
The minutes of the meeting held on Monday 3rd October 2022 were accepted by the Council and signed by Cllr Bylina as a true account of the meeting.

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL UPDATES
Cllr Cottee updated the meeting on key County Council activities including the East Midlands Devolution Deal consultation and the upcoming budget. It is predicted that the County Council will be 0.3% over budget by the end of March, but there is expected to be a £40million funding gap over the next 3years. Inevitably council tax will increase, but other services such as libraries and the bus services could be at risk. Although in the ownership of the city council, the closure of Nottingham castle was acknowledged.

TRENT BARTON BUSES/SEVERN TRENT WATER UPDATE
Cllr Cottee noted that the tree felling work on Station Road had progressed quicker than expected and the second Sunday road closure was not necessary, remaining work would be carried out under temporary traffic lights. 

The head of transport at Nottinghamshire County Council is reviewing the bus services including school bus services for during the road closure in January for 9 weeks while water mains work is carried out on Station Road. The potential for an on demand bus service serving Plumtree is being considered, with more information set to be available w/c 28th November.

FTTP BROADBAND UPDATE
REVIEW OF STANDING ORDERS 


Cllr Clark reported that from this week most people now have the facility available and by the end of next week all those in the scheme will have access to ultra-fast broadband. Cllr Clark noted that this makes the village more desirable as it is a key feature people look for when buying houses.

Cllr Cottee left the meeting.
