OPEN SESSION

A resident expressed concern about building work which has been taking place at Deenburne, Main Road, this does not appear to be in line with the planning permission which had been granted. In addition there was a complaint regarding the contractor parking on the pavement forcing pedestrians to walk on the road. The Clerk and Cllr Mason will look into this. 

A resident asked if the agenda could be projected onto the wall at future meetings as previously discussed. 


Concerns were raised about the provision of the bus service through Plumtree whilst Severn Trent Water are carrying out work to replace the water mains pipes, which will involve the closure of the road between Plumtree and Keyworth for up to two months. Cllr Cottee has been liaising with Trent Barton buses and Severn Trent Water and will update the Parish Council in due course.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 18TH JULY 2022
The minutes of the meeting held on Monday 18th July 2022 were accepted by the Council and signed by Cllr Bylina as a true account of the meeting.

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL UPDATES
Cllr Mason updated the meeting on delays to the opening of Bingham leisure centre, the progress of the new crematorium, the monitoring of speeding on Tollerton Lane and in Stanton on the Wolds and Keyworth and archaeological work taking place at Tollerton airport. It was noted there is still no master plan for the whole of the airport site.
Cllr Mason reported that there is a Rushcliffe Borough Council Planning Committee meeting next week, one of the applications being discussed is the expansion of the Perkins restaurant site, Cllr Mason will be speaking in support of the application as she believes it is important to support businesses and the proposals have minimal impact as are not visible from the road or any houses, the case officer objects due to the site’s location within the greenbelt.

Cllr Bylina recorded his thanks to Mike Elliott who has now retired as the Parish Clerk, acknowledging his outstanding contribution over the years. Mike was unable to attend the meeting but the Council will be presenting him with a gift and would like to wish him well as he continues to serve a small number of councils.

The Clerk had circulated an updated version of the Council’s Standing Orders prior to the meeting, this is based on a template issued by NALC. The Council agreed to adopt the revised Standing Orders. This will be added to the website for residents to view.

REVIEW OF WEBSITE CONTENT MANAGEMENT

The Parish Council is currently paying Carruthers Solutions to update the website. It was agreed that going forward the Clerk should be responsible for managing the content with Carruthers Solutions ceasing the day-to-day management from the end of November. On a separate note, it had been brought to the attention of the Parish Council that the village history website is being shut down in December 2022. It was agreed that the Clerk would 
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contact Carruthers Solutions to establish if the content could be transferred over to the Parish Council’s website.

FTTP BROADBAND UPDATE


The Clerk read out an update from Cllr Clark. Blocked and collapsed ducts have delayed the project as has having to wait for road closure permits. At present there is an anticipated completion date of 31st October 2022, meaning everyone should have access to FTTP by mid-November. The issue of the DCMS vouchers is still unclear as these were due to expire 30th September. If Openreach cannot extend these they will have to foot the cost themselves.
