OPEN SESSION

A resident asked if there were any updates on the cricket club car park. The improvement works and potential offer of daytime/termtime parking for the school staff are still subject to the approval of the cricket club committee.

A resident spoke of a potential community group being set up to help with long term fundraising for the upkeep of the church. Further information on how this will be set up is still needed. The Parish Council cannot offer funding for the church but can promote activities with the resources available once a group is up and running.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 22ND MAY 2023

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL UPDATES
Cllr Inglis noted that he had had an informal meeting with the headmaster at Plumtree School regarding parking. He had also spoken with the County Council and as the majority of the drivers are not breaking the law there is nothing which can be done regarding enforcement. Cllr Inglis advised the Parish Council to keep a record of dates/times and photographs of any poor parking.
The dog warden had been involved following two dog related incidents in the village, both parties had been spoken to and the dog warden was satisfied with the outcome.

Cllr Cottee had contacted the Clerk and Chairman prior to the meeting, he has an update on the overgrown hedge on Main Road, this will be sent to the Parish Council by the end of the week. Cllr Cottee has also offered the Parish Council £300 of funding towards the refurbishment of the village sign.

ENVIRONMENT 


(a) Village Sign Repair

The Council had obtained a quote of £630 for the repair and refurbishment of the village sign, on providing the documentation it became apparent that the contractor’s public liability insurance did need meet the County Council’s requirements for working on the highway. Cllr Burnett had assessed the sign and believed he could carry out the work, with the cost being the paint at around £90. It was agreed the Parish Council would proceed with completing the work in house and the Clerk would complete the works notice to send to the Highway Licencing department at the County Council. The intention would be to remove the sign whilst the road is closed on Sunday 23rd July. 
(b) Pinfold Gate Repair/Replacement
Cllr Richards informed the Council that a replacement gate was required. Cllr Clark had obtained a quote for a new gate at a cost of £600. It was agreed to proceed with replacing the gate. It was agreed to see if Cllr Cottee’s offer of £300 funding could be used for this should it not be required for the village sign.
(c) Damaged Village Entry Sign

The Plumtree sign as you enter the village from Keyworth direction, close to The Poplars, appears to have been hit and is leaning over. Cllr Cottee had passed the details on to the team at Via.
