HIGHWAYS AND FOOTPATHS

(a) Traffic Volumes on A606
Queues exiting Main Road onto the A606 are thought to be as a result of roadworks on the A52 and A60 and are worse during the morning and evening rush hour. A highways officer had been out at 8.50am and had found no queues. Cllr Cottee had confirmed improvement works to the Wheatcrofts island are due to start following the completion of improvement works at Gamston island, this will include a lane from Tollerton direction through the centre of the island. Timescales are unknown at present.

(b) Outstanding Matters Relating to Overgrown Hedges and Road Visibility
An update from Via had been circulated prior to the meeting regarding the hedge on Main Road which restricts visibility pulling out of Church Lane. Cllr Clark had also seen and spoken to the officer involved whilst he was in the village, the issue has been passed on to the Planning Enforcement team at Rushcliffe Borough Council, the officer recommended that the Parish Council, the Rushcliffe Borough Council ward members and residents write to the Borough Council to express the concerns regarding the hedge and road safety and urge the Planning Department to address this as a matter of urgency. 

Other matters discussed included: The village entry sign from Keyworth direction appears to have been hit and is leaning, this was reported in July, Cllr Cottee had agreed to follow this up with Via. In the same vicinity the light column in the central pedestrian refuge island also appears to have been hit and is leaning, Clerk to report. One of the drains on Old Main Road close to the nursery is blocked, Clerk to report.
