BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL UPDATES
Cllr Mason gave an update on Borough Council matters including the opening of Bingham leisure centre, community hall and office space, the new crematorium which will be opening in April, upgrades to the facilitates at Ruddington Country Park and the return of the 10k fun run from the end of March, the requirements for voter ID and Rushcliffe’s budget, particularly noting that they are one of few debt free boroughs.
