OPEN SESSION

A resident reported that effluent is coming out of the drains and into gardens and asked if there were any updates on Via coming to clear the blocked gullies. Cllr Clark had met with Cllr Cottee and Via representatives, Via only own one gully cleansing vehicle, they have now hired three additional gully cleansing vehicles to address the backlog of blocked gullies.

Cllr Clark reported that Openreach are going to be decommissioning over 100 telephone exchanges across the UK by 2030, after this point they may look to sell the buildings/land. Cllr Clark also reported that the Church has now not had a vicar for 2 years and is writing a new profile to try to encourage applications.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 22ND JANUARY 2024

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL UPDATES
Cllr Cottee provided an update on budgets for 2024/25, council tax letters have now been issued to householders. Leaflets are currently being distributed regarding the upcoming mayoral elections taking place in May.

HIGHWAYS AND FOOTPATHS
Cllr Clark had circulated a report from Via following their meeting. Church Lane had been thoroughly cleaned by Streetwise and will continue to be cleaned every 3 months. Via have admitted that the camber of Church Lane appears to be wrong and are looking at solutions to resolve this. Cotgrave Road has been put forward for a future patching/resurfacing scheme. Severn Trent are investigating suspected collapsed drains on Old Melton Road. The Church is becoming a designated eco church and won’t be carrying out regular grass cutting, Via have been asked to cut the grass verge outside the Church. A date for the cleansing of the gullies in the village is yet to be set. According to the Rights of Way Officer a repair to the stile opposite Chestnut Farm is due imminently.

TRENT BARTON BUS SERVICE UPDATE


The junction of Main Road and A606 is going to be altered to allow for a feeder lane to turn left, this will prevent the need for buses to have to move into the middle of the road to turn left, work will be completed in the next financial year. A new bus timetable starts on 31st March, the buses will run every 20 minutes with 4 buses running to allow for delays. A bus lane will be put in from Tollerton direction when work starts on Wheatcroft Island. Cllr Cottee will follow up to see if there are any updated plans for the two islands.

CRICKET CLUB CAR PARK UPDATE
Cllr Kerrison was unable to attend the meeting but had sent the Clerk an update. Weather permitting it remains the intention to complete the cricket club car park works prior to the season commencing at the end of April. At present the ground remains saturated and so it is not possible to get machinery on site without causing wider damage. The works will take about a week to complete and the contractor remains ready to start work when required.
