REPLACEMENT VILLAGE ENTRY SIGNS UPDATE

The Clerk had circulated two artwork options which had been created by the designer. It was agreed to ask for amendments including; bringing the Church into the foreground and removing the small tree, replacing the plum tree with the contemporary plum tree image from the village sign and cricket club logo, removing the sun/sky and replacing this with a cream background and removing the County Council logo as funding had not been provided by the County Council. CRICKET CLUB CAR PARK UPDATE
