OPEN SESSION

A resident had previously provided Cllr Cottee with a list of 18 gullies along Station Road and Main Road which required clearing out, some had been marked up since by Via but the cleansing work was yet to be carried out.

A resident reported falling on the ice on Church Lane and expressed ongoing concern about the surface water, ice and pot holes on the lane.

The Council brought forward the discuss on highways matters. Cllr Clark presented photographs of the ice and potholes on Church Lane and reported that the postman was no longer delivering to some houses on Church Lane due to safety reasons. A resident who had written to the County Council had told Cllr Clark that Via would provide a grit bin for Church Lane, the Council noted the potential liability issues from individuals ad hoc gritting the road. It was agreed that the Clerk would contact Via to request an in person meeting with Cllr Clark, Cllr Cottee, a Highways representative and two residents. Cllr Clark will also write as a resident to Ruth Edwards MP. Several other potholes around the village were noted which the Clerk will report to Via.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 20TH NOVEMBER 2023
The minutes of the meeting held on Monday 20th November 2023 were accepted by the Council and signed by Cllr Richards as a true account of the meeting. Cllr Clark asked if there had been any further updates regarding the hedge on Main Road, the Clerk will follow this up.

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL UPDATES
Cllr Wells reported that the Police and Crime Commissioner has launched a new initiative for anti-social behaviour, instead of fines offenders will have to complete community service such as sweeping the streets or removing graffiti. Flooding can be reported to Rushcliffe Borough Council during office hours on 0115 9819911 or out of hours on 0115 9811143. Grants of up to £5000 are available for community businesses and high street businesses. The Borough Councillors still have a small amount of their grant funding available.

HIGHWAYS AND FOOTPATHS
The condition of Church Lane had already been discussed. The poor surface of the pavement on Main Road from The Griffin westwards was noted, the Clerk will report. The Council were concerned about surface of the road by the Pinfold and the potential risk to cyclists, this had previously been reported but Via had said the surface defects did not meet the requirements for repair. The Rights of Way Officer had contacted the landowner of the stile opposite Chestnut Farm, the repair had not been carried out so NCC will commence enforcement action. Cllr Wells reported that testing holes were being drilled in the ground at Wheatcrofts Island and Nottingham Knight Island ahead of the planned improvement work to the islands. The Council noted the volume of traffic and queuing back through the village to get onto the A606 at peak times, particularly on a Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday.

TRENT BARTON BUS SERVICE UPDATE


The results from the feasibility survey were not yet available. Cllr Clark had contacted Ruth Edwards MP but had received the same generic reply he had received on the 9th December. The Council maintain the stance that the traffic lights need phasing at peak times to allow traffic to flow out of Main Road onto the A606.

PLANNING

20/03244/OUT - Land East Of Gamston And North Of Tollerton, Tollerton Lane, Tollerton - Outline Planning Application for the first phases of a Sustainable Urban Extension at Land East of Gamston and North of Tollerton, comprising up to 2,250 dwellings, a primary school, a local centre (Class E a, b, c, d, e, f and g) and hot food takeaway (sui generis), strategic green infrastructure and associated buildings, childrens play areas, strategic infrastructure including drainage and engineering and demolition works. – The Parish Council agreed not to submit a comment.
Cllr Burnett gave an update on the redevelopment of the former Woodyard site on Main Road, the land has now been sold to builders, it is expected that the site will be cleared at the end of the summer and then construction will take approximately one year.
