MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 22ND JULY 2024

Cllr Clark pointed out that the Keyworth bus had not gone back to a 15 minute timetable as suggested by Cllr Cottee at the meeting in July and still remained on a 20 minute timetable.

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL UPDATES

Cllr Wells updated the meeting on Borough Council matters including an update on the Greater Nottinghamshire Strategic Plan, the Borough Council will be voting on this at full Council meeting on Thursday, if the motion is passed this will then go out to consultation around November. Plumtree is now covered by the Notts Bus OnDemand service, residents can book a trip via the app or phoneline to various surrounding villages or connection points to access other parts of Nottinghamshire.

HIGHWAYS AND FOOTPATHS
(a) Church Lane 
Church Lane has now been inspected, the officer agreed it was a problem caused by the resurfacing work. Proposed remedial work will be put forward for consideration during a future year’s maintenance scheme. 

(b) Blocked Gullies 
The blocked gullies which have been reported are in the system but work is being prioritised where it is needed to prevent internal flooding first.
