CHAIRMAN’S ANNUAL REPORT FOR 2023/24

Cllr Richards read out his Chairman’s Annual Report. 

The last 12 months have been relatively quiet in terms of village activities, but there are some significant things to note.
A long standing resident, has donated £10,000 to the Parish Council to cover the costs of new village entry signs on Station Road, Main Road and Church Hill. The new signs will feature the iconic ‘plum tree’ and the church. Whilst taking longer than expected, we do hope to have the signs in place by the autumn. On behalf of the Parish Council I’d like to thank the her for her generosity and we hope will be a lasting memory of her late husband.
In October the Parish Council received just over £2800 in CIL money from housing development within the parish, this was particularly timely as the Burnside Memorial Hall had suffered some roof damage and was in need of repairs to keep it water tight. The Parish Council was able to support the Burnside Memorial Hall with a grant to cover the some of the work required.
Winter brought significant rainfall which caused problems on Station Road and Church Lane. Nottinghamshire County Council were quick to respond to the situation on Station Road but due to funding restrictions we are still waiting for them to address the situation on Church Lane. This is an ongoing situation and the Parish Council will continue to keep this at the fore front of discussions with the highways team at Nottinghamshire County Council.
As part of improvements to the bus service through the village 2024/25 saw a new interactive bus display installed near The Griffin, this is part of a wider programme of improvements and 2025/26 should see changes to the junction of Main Road and A606.
In March, after over 20 years serving on Plumtree Parish Council Adrian Kerrison stepped down, Adrian contributed much to the Council, in particular his knowledge on planning matters was invaluable. Adrian was also one of the key councillors leading with the cricket club car park improvement works. On behalf of the Parish Council I’d like to express our thanks to him.
This does leave the Parish Council with a vacancy, if you are interested in village matters, and can spare a small amount of time, please do get in touch with the Clerk on plumtreeparishcouncil@gmail.com before the end of June. We hope to be able to fill the vacancy at our July meeting on the 21st. On a personal note I would like to see a more diverse Parish Council and would particularly welcome applications from the younger generation to push us forward and to redress the balance male/female balance.
Finally I’d like to thank our Borough Councillors (Rob and Tony)and County Councillor (John) for their support with local matters, my fellow Councillors and a very special thank you to our Clerk, Rebecca, who is quite simply fabulous and makes my role so much easier!

REPORT ON THE FINANCES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL FOR 2024/25

The Clerk read out the financial report for 2024/25.


During the financial year 2024/25 the Parish Council received a total income of £19,460 (including a £10,000 donation for the new village signs) and had a total expenditure of £13,994, leaving a closing bank balance of £13,418.97.

Notable items of expenditure for 2024/25 included a £5991 deposit for the new village signs, the remainder of which will be paid for in 2025/26.
The Parish Council received £2844.63 in Community Infrastructure Levy money, which is paid when development takes place in a parish. The full amount was issued as a grant to the Burnside Memorial Hall in order to carry out urgent roof repairs.
The Parish Council is pleased to report that is has not been necessary to increase the precept for 2025/26, this will remain at £6080.
