Another resident asked if there were any updates on the road surface on the Church Hill bend which is deteriorating further and also if a date had been set for the improvement works at the junction of Main Road/A606. It was also noted that National Grid will be replacing the electricity substation off Old Melton Road between now and the 25th March. Cllr Richards reported fibre broadband outages, although the extent of those affected was not known.

(a) Church Lane

TRENT BARTON BUS SERVICE AND NCC IMPROVEMENTS UPDATE

Cllr Clark reported bus service changes due to commence from February. The buses will revert to running every 15 minutes with 5 buses serving the route. The bus will now go to Mount Street in Nottingham before going to the Broadmarsh Station. The interactive bus stop sign in Plumtree appears to be working correctly now.

Councillors did note that not having the school bus parked on Church Hill was still a significant improvement.
