MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 19TH MAY 2025
The minutes of the meeting held on Monday 19th May 2025 were accepted by the Council and signed by Cllr Richards as a true account of the meeting.

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Inglis spoke about potential plans for a community/boundary review for parishes in the ward, as some are struggling to fill councillor vacancies. Reference was made to Stanton on the Wolds Parish Council which may have to join up with another parish, disband or reduce the number of meetings in an attempt to encourage new members and keep functioning. A public meeting to look at potential options within the ward will be held on 22nd September in which Plumtree Parish Council has been invited, Cllr Richards will attend. This will be added as an agenda item to Plumtree Parish Council’s next meeting to consider if Plumtree Parish Council would like to be considered as part of the options.
Kerbside glass recycling will commence in December 2025, with bins being rolled out in the Autumn. The Police Neighbourhood Team at Cotgrave are still on reduced numbers whilst recruitment takes place.
Cllr Wells spoke about a government planning consultation which would see borough councillors removed as consultees for planning applications and asked the Parish Council to respond to the consultation to express concerns regarding this. Clerk to circulate details to councillors.

HIGHWAYS AND FOOTPATHS
(a) Church Lane 
Cllr Clark had written to James Naish MP in a personal capacity, James Naish had followed this up with Cllr Cottee and Laura Trusler (Via) but said this was outside his responsibility and suggested Cllr Clark press Cllr Cottee for the matter to be addressed. Cllr Inglis suggested that the Parish Council involve the Leader of Nottinghamshire County Council, the Highways portfolio holder at Nottinghamshire County Council and East Midlands Mayor Claire Ward. It was agreed the Council would also start a petition which Cllr Richards would ask residents and other road users to sign. Concerns were expressed about the safety of the road, in particular when it ices over as it did for much of last winter, preventing postal deliveries, bin collections and resulting in at least one resident falling on the ice. Previously NCC would not provide a grit bin, but the Clerk was asked to contact NCC again to see if they would provide one in the interim until a fix is carried out. If the options above fail the Parish Council agreed to contact the press and go through social media routes.
The Clerk had received an email from a resident asking if NCC could cut the grass by the bin and bench on Old Melton Road. According to Cllr Clark this had been agreed during a meeting with Via/NCC last March, however no cuts had been carried out since. The Clerk will follow this up.
