The Parish Council needs to ensure the areas where the signs are going are free of overgrown hedges and vegetation once an installation date has been given. The Clerk asked if a councillor can meet with the installers on the day to ensure the signs are put in the correct location, particularly the Station Road sign which will be closer to the bridge.
