OPEN SESSION


A resident attended the meeting to express concerns about the speed of traffic on Main Road following a recent accident in which a car is believe to have hit a stationary vehicle and upturned in the middle of the road. The Council outlined what measures they had previously asked for but had been rejected by NCC including extending the 30mph limit, putting zigzag markings by the school and double yellow lines to prevent parking. The Clerk will write to NCC to request a traffic survey is carried out on Main Road and following this will ask the Police to attend with the speed enforcement vehicle. Other options discussed were the possibility of setting up a Community Speedwatch group and putting pressure on NCC for a pedestrian crossing.
Additionally there are significant problems being caused by the nursery on Station Road at pick up and drop off times where traffic is queuing 10-15 cars back obstructing the road whilst waiting for a parking space to become available to drop off/pick up the children. Cllr Wells offered to follow up on this.
Another resident expressed concerns about the parking for church on a Sunday morning, vehicles are often parked on the bend right back to Old Main Road leaving limited visibility and no pull in places for traffic to pass. Cllr Clark will raise this with the church congregation.

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Wells provided an update, there have been a number of break ins at properties backing onto fields across Rushcliffe. Cllr Wells advised that residents should contact the Police on 101 if they see anything suspicious. Drug issues, particularly smoking cannabis in public places appear to be on the increase, again residents should contact the Police on 101. Cllr Wells updated the meeting on the Local Government Reorganisation proposals, the initial proposals have now been submitted to national government, feedback is expected during the summer before final proposals are submitted in November. Concerns were raised that if Rushcliffe joins up with the city then the newly formed unitary authority will inherit the city council’s debt. Residents may wish to sign the current petition against the proposals. Cllr Wells noted the public’s displeasure about the Tollerton housing plans but noted these have been in RBC’s Local Plan for 10 years and that RBC has not jurisdiction over the shutting of the airfield.
