CHAIRMAN’S ANNUAL REPORT FOR 2025/26

The biggest highlight of the past 12 months has to be the installation of the new village signs, whilst we did have some initial problems the signs do look fantastic and we are extremely grateful for the generosity of the long standing resident who funded these. 

The past 12 months saw on off disruption on Church Lane, Church Hill and Cotgrave Road as gas pipe upgrade works took place by Cadent. Nottinghamshire County Council carried out drainage improvement work on Church Lane which hopefully will alleviate the problems with surface water and freezing water on Church Lane/Church Hill. The junction with Main Road and the A606 was modified to create extra turning space for buses turning left, this prevents the need for buses to pull into the middle of the road.
Plans are well underway to create a memorable Remembrance Day display. We plan to adorn the centre of the village and the Churchyard with hand crafted poppies, two Tommy statues and a sweeping display of knitted poppies. Thank you to Plumtree School, St Mary’s Church, the various craft groups and individuals who have helped so far. If craft isn’t your thing we’ll also be looking for helpers to set up the display in late October/early November. REPORT ON THE FINANCES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL FOR 2025/26

During the financial year 2025/26 the Parish Council received a total income of £8773.88 and had a total expenditure of £11,715.47, leaving a closing bank balance of £10,477.38. Notable items of expenditure for 2025/26 included a final payment for the new village signs of £6117.

The Parish Council still holds a healthy reserves level and as a result requested a precept of £6261 which represents a 0% change on a band D property.
