Dornie and District Community Council Draft Minutes 25/05/2026
This meeting was held online due to Dornie Hall not being available.
1. Present: Shona MacLennan (Chair) Janice Nixon (Vice-Chair) Fiona Matheson (Treasurer), Linda Brooks, Campbell Dreghorn, Matt Baron, Chris Stuart and Chris Dunlop. Cllr Biz Campbell was in attendance. A short personal introduction was given by the new members.
2. Shona MacLennan and Matt Baron declared an additional interest due to the Highland Council Rural Short-term Let Consultation coming up for discussion at the meeting.
3. The minutes of 27th April 2026 were proposed by Matt Baron and seconded by Campbell Dreghorn.
4. Matters arising not covered elsewhere on the agenda:
a. SCOTO Tourism: Transfer of funds still awaited. SML to follow up.
b. Active travel route from Ardelve to Nostie: SML had contacted the Chair of DDCT. No response as yet. SML to follow up.
c. Village noticeboards: Matt Baron had circulated a photo of the boards. Mowi funding is in place. Some alteration to text on the community board is required. MB to follow up.
d. Kiosk: on hold at present.
e. Water testing kits: MB summarised the situation so far for those new to the CC. LB suggested that prior to going down the route of professional testing that Sepa should be contacted again. CS will make a FOI request regarding the findings of Sepa’s latest report. Once we have this information it was proposed to contact Andrew Baxter MSP. SML noted that any breach of pollution standards should be taken up with Sepa as opposed to Scottish Water.
5. Updates:
a. Dornie and District Community Trust: Shop and Cafe. Target was still for June opening but an update received subsequently advised that it could be a few months before opening.  Sub groups have been formed to take forward the shop, cafe and building with a further two being proposed to cover administration and fundraising. More volunteers would be welcomed as would volunteers  to paint the outside of the building.
b. Moorings. A Marine Project Manager is in place to oversee the installation of the mooring equipment which should begin shortly. The website is being revamped to allow for online bookings.
c. Energy Group. LB had circulated information of possible sources of funding prior to the meeting.
d. Police. No update.


e. Roads and traffic management. 
i. SML had met with Kevin Fulton who has taken over as local roads officer. Matters discussed were the white lining in the village and it was hoped that this would happen soon. With regard to signage he asked for the CC to make a list of signs needed, replaced or updated and to pass it onto him.
ii. Parking. Nothing new to report. [Subsequent to the meeting, HC provided some decals to alter the sign at the pay and display in Dornie Hall Car Park.  This would now show No Buses.]
iii. Traffic Scotland. No update on proposed 40mph speed limit consultation. SML to follow up.
iv. Active Travel. Report still awaited. SML to follow up.
v. Damage to Francis Street when the road was being swept to be followed up.
6. Financial report. Expenditure this period of £20.00 for hall hire. Balance at 25/05/2026 of £3137.82 (£1829.75 + NHI £800.00 + EG £508.07)
7. Highland Council Rural Short-term Let Consultation. 
At the meeting there was not enough information on the consultation and it was agreed not to make a CC response. Some individual members stated that they will respond on a personal basis.
8. Village centre tidy up. 
FM had tried to organise a get together on Sunday 24th. However, due to weather this did not come to fruition. Several residents have been carrying out some volunteer work in the centre and have expressed that they will continue to do so in times that suit them and we extend our thanks to them. It was agreed to carry on the tidy up on this basis with the hope that more volunteers will help.. Should a prolonged spell of good weather occur we will attempt another get together if needed.
