Declarations of interests – None.
Chairman’s announcement – Over the summer NOTW PC has been busy keeping our village in good condition. A limited litter pick was carried out; we collected several bags of rubbish, mainly consisting of fast-food wrappers drinks cans/bottles. It is considered that the PC should ask RBC to clear the grass verge and drainage ditchers of all litter. This is too dangerous for Councillors to carry out due to the fast-moving traffic along the A606 and Cotgrave Road. 
The three planters in the village have been re-planted and maintained by Councillors and water reservoirs installed in the planters to assist with watering them in dry weather, such as we have experienced this summer.
The grass around the War Memorial has now been cut and the hedge also trimmed - a great improvement. The PC are considering how to enhance our village flagpole setting and remembrance plaque to those who gave their lives in defence of our country in the world wars. The current planters are now old and need replacing with something more fitting. This is being considered by NOTW PC.
Thanks to Cllr Ives who held the key to the Parish Council notice board for the contractor to access and replace the old, clouded glass. Once again the board clearly shows the various notices displayed within.
Thanks from the PC go to Lesa Gilbert our Parish Clerk for all her support and advice - Cllr Kay Cutts, Chair NOTW PC.

District and County Council Members: RBC Cllr Chewings gave a RBC update; the Local Government Reorganisation engagement survey is live until the 14th Sept. – Glass bin collections will now be delivered with 6 weekly collections starting around Nov time. Existing large settlement waste bins will remain; smaller ones will be removed. -- The RBC Design Code has now been adopted and will be used for all planning applications going forward. – NCC/RBC Cllr Butler added that RBC has incurred a few set backs with considering planning applications but the team are working through the back log. – NCC is considering the local government reorganisation and expect a public consultation on the outcome around Nov time for actioning in 2028. 
                                                                                                                         
b. Parish Councillors: 
i. Newsletter arrangements: Council discussed articles and agreed to produce an Autumn newsletter. 
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ii. Public footpaths: Council discussed the village public footpaths and agreed to do a walk round to record any repairs/path reinstatements required.  
iii. RBC tree scheme: Council discussed and agreed not to apply for any sapling trees this year and instead Cllrs will review village areas where larger, mature trees could be purchased/planted.

c. Expenditure and Income – Total expenditure over June 25 is £316 / income of £0. -- Expenditure over July 25 is £1,161 (inc water reservoirs, grass cutting, notice board glass repair) / income of £0. Payments noted by Council and invoices signed.
d. Bank balance and reconciliations – as of 27/08/25, current acc: £17,993 – bank statements/reconciliation noted by Council and signed by the Chair. Reserves acc: £10,523.
e. Budget to actuals ytd – Reviewed and noted by Council.
f. General reserves bank account options – Clerk shared information regarding saving account interest rates with a view to receive a better rate on the PCs general reserves. Council would also like to review if a CCLA account is applicable – Clerk to bring back further info on this to the next meeting.

Parish Council services and operations: 
g. War Memorial/planters maintenance – Council discussed and agreed to look for new options for the war memorial plaque/planters and obtain a quote to replace the steps.  

h. Plumtree road closure – Chair explained the road closure at Plumtree, Main Road and the disappointment that neither Parish Councils or NCC Cllr Butler were consulted prior to the work commencing which is now causing local traffic/bus problems. Council discussed and agreed to write to the NCC CEO on the matter. 

i. Village Conservation Area – Clerk shared an update from NCC regarding NOTW Conservation Area Plan – ‘A final revised draft is due to be presented to NCC Cabinet Committee in October for a decision on whether to adopt. The final stage of adoption is the publication of various press notices in the Nottingham Post/London Gazette. It is hoped that these will be published before month end and confirmation of adoption provided.’
