Reports – to consider:
a. District and County Council Members: RBC Cllr Kier Chewings highlighted the Rushcliffe Wellbeing Funding now available. -- Also reported that the Borough now have a single contact for STW which we can raise any STW matters to. -- Cllr Chewings highlighted national framework planning changes to development in the Greenbelt. -- RBC will hold the AGM on the 21st May. -- Apologies given for NCC Cllr Butler who will be arriving later. 

b. Parish Councillors reports – 
i. Litter pick – Cllr Stewart gave a report following the recent litter pick which resulted in the collection of a significant amount of litter. He also shared a map of proposed litter pick areas; Council agreed to implement for the next litter pick. Date tbc.  
ii. Public footpaths/bridges – Chair reported that a public footpath bridge has been flagged for repair. Council discussed and agreed to ask NCC to review all public footpath structures in the village given that quite a few are in need of repairs. 
iii. Conservation Area Plan – Cllr Ives/Clerk shared correspondence in from RBC Conservation Project Officer explaining that RBC are going to process the Conservation Plan without the PC and there will be a consultation over 13th May – 8th June. Clerk will obtain further details about the consultation to share with the PC.

n. Visions for the village 25/26 – Council discussed the village visions for 25/26 and agreed to focus on the villages conservation and revamping the War Memorial area which needs repairs. 

Planning Matters:
To consider and comment on live applications notified to the Parish Council, including: 
o. No live applications for review.
p. Any other application received prior to the meeting: None. 
q. Confirm expired planning applications responded to under delegated authority: 
i. 25/00390/FUL - Overgrown Acres Cotgrave Road - Erection of detached 4 bay garage includes solar panels - Do not object on the proviso that the garage is used solely for the dwelling and not for commercial/business purposes.
ii. 25/00434/FUL – Nicholas, Old Melton Road - Demolition of existing conservatory and timber outbuilding, removal of part of pitched roof.  Creation of single storey ext with dual pitched roof, new roof over original building to raise the ridge height for first floor accommodation, and application of rendered external wall insulation. - DNO in the main, however the wall rendering does seem dominate for the street scene/small garden setting. We also note that the boundary treatment is to be submitted/considered in a separate application.
iii. 25/00447/FUL - Woodlands, Back Lane - Two storey and single storey rear extensions, alterations to front elevation including new front gable extension, alterations to existing roof including 2no. front box dormers, mansard roof and removal of existing chimney. Renovation of existing house including changes to fenestration, landscaping works including new rear terrace and front boundary treatment includes new 1.8m high railings and gates. – Object to building works near the 4 front Oak trees (in good condition) which provide character in the conservation area. Also feel the mixed group of trees/front hedges/Holly tree all add greenery to the property/villages character and should therefore be protected. The removal of the holly tree would also be detrimental to the scene.
iv. 25/00666/RELDEM – Woodlands, Back Lane - Demolition of pool enclosure – DNO.
r. Notices received of planning decisions taken by Rushcliffe Borough Council: None.

Urgent matters received prior to the meeting – Council highlighted that the new build property near the pub has been hardscaped to the road but understand trees are to be planted per planning grant conditions. Cllr Butler will enquire if the tree planting is to be carried out shortly.
