MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD VIA ZOOM ON MONDAY 17TH MAY 2021 AT 7:00PM

2. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest

None.
3. Public Session
The Community Council were advised that the village website had agreed hosting arrangements with a new internet provider, and that new volunteers had joined the group of village litter pickers.
4. To receive the minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 19th April 2021
It was proposed by Cllr Hadley to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Morris and agreed by all. 

The Chairman confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person.
5. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were no matters arising.
6. To consider Police matters

The Clerk advised members that no crimes had been reported to the Police since the April meeting.
7. To consider Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) matters
The Council thanked Cllr Cave for her written reports and noted the contents.
8. Quarter 4 Management Accounts 2020/21
The Clerk presented the accounts to the Community Council. He explained they show a final deficit of £5,710 for the year, reducing the historical surplus to £10,296.00. The Clerk noted that the deficit for the year was due to a net spend on the Old Ford Project of £10,046, offset by notable underspends, such as the Broadband project. 
The Community Council’s overall financial position remains positive. The Clerk suggested reviewing the 2021/22 budget at the end of Quarter 1 to allow for potential further expenditure on the Old Ford.

It was proposed by Cllr Hadley that the end of year management accounts be accepted as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Morris and agreed by all. 

9. Old Ford Project

The members noted progress since the April 2021 OGM, in particular:
.
· A Mayoral Grant application for £250 had been submitted to the VOGC, and the outcome was awaited.
· The Chair, members and one of the volunteers, have met with the County Ecologist. The volunteer has offered to draw up a project plan for the work identified by the ecologist.
· A landscaper from Llysworney, had provided a quote for selective weed control, which members approved.
· The Chair met Cardiff Conservation Volunteers and reported their excellent progress on the site.

· The Chair has continued his work in tracing the previous involvement of the community in the site in support of a future adverse possession claim to HM Land Registry.
· Natural Resources Wales cannot confirm if a permit to drain the well to facilitate its repair is required until the quality and quantity of the discharge from it is confirmed. It was, therefore, proposed by Cllr Hadley that the Community Council should accept the quotation of £320 for this service; this was seconded by Cllr Lewis and agreed by all.
· Coed Cymru has confirmed that a tree felling license is required, prior to the removal of any of the tress on the site and this will take several months to arrange. In the meantime the tress to be removed will be ‘marked up’.

· Cllr Hadley has produced the required risk assessment proforma.

· The area of land to the eastern side of the road adjacent to the Old Ford has been identified, via the HM Land Registry, as owned by the Pwllywrach Estate.
· One of the volunteers has devised a project plan for consideration at the next meeting of the Old Ford Project Group (OFPG) on 2nd June 2021.
· The Chair is seeking clarification in respect of the highway verges adjacent to the site to determine ownership and responsibilities.
· Grant funding of future phases of the project: The Chair explained that despite the excellent contributions of the many volunteers working on the project, securing grant funding was essential to the long-term success of the project. He explained that the Community Council is attempting to identify all potential grants available and determine the best options. It was hoped that by the date of the next OGM that work on the Community Council’s first grant submission will have commenced. The Chair’s initial assessment suggests revenue funding of between £15k to £25k is required.
Action Points:
· Cllr Hadley to arrange the assessment works at the well
· Cllr Lloyd to agree the agenda and papers for the next OFPG

· Cllr Lewis to appraise current grant opportunities by the date of the next OGM
10. Review of progress with other current projects 
The main points of progress since the last meeting included:
· Western Power (WP) Substation: The Clerk briefed members on the Freedom of Information request to St. David’s School. 
The Community Council noted its dismay that a site meeting concerning this matter had taken place recently and, in error, neither the Community Council nor Cllr Cave had been invited. The VOGC is to arrange the meeting.
The Community Council noted its disappointment that the Diocesan Director of Statutory Education had not contacted the Community Council as agreed.
Action Point: Clerk to wite again to the department and the Bishop of Llandaff

· Cllrs Jones and Cave met the VOGC’s Senior Planner for conservation on site regarding the mounting block, coffin stile, the wall at Brynhyfryd and updated members on progress and actions required.
· Title deeds: The Village Green registration documents have now been completed and submitted to HM Land Registry, and work has commenced on Little Hill.

11. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.
The Clerk noted that the Community Council’s funds as of 30th March 2021 = £11, 047.76. The Cashbook reconciled to the Community Council’s statement of that date and Cllr Morris has checked and approved the reconciliation of the cashbook to the bank statements for Quarter 4.
