3. UPDATE FROM REDROW REPRESENTATIVE
There was no representative from Redrow present.
4. CONSIDERATION OF POLICE MATTERS 

The PCSO had reported to the Clerk that there were no crimes committed in the area since the last meeting.  However there had been a number of thefts from cars and outbuildings throughout the rural vale recently and so he had asked the Council to remind people to be vigilant.

6. CONSIDERATION OF COUNTY COUNCILLORS REPORTS 
County Councillor Ray Thomas was present the only matter he wished to report on was the fact that there had been recent problems with travellers on illegal camps.  He also reported that the VoG were looking in to possible alternative sites for travellers as required by law but at the moment had nowhere earmarked.  
7. CONSIDERATION AND DISCUSSION OF RESPONSE TO VOG LETTER RE WESTERN POWER SUBSTATION
At this point the Council reviewed the draft response previously circulated by Cllr Lewis.  There were a small number of alterations to the response however otherwise this was agreed as an appropriate response.  It was agreed to also inform Alun Cairns of the correspondence and ask his office for an update on his meeting with Western Power.  There was then a discussion regarding possible alternative sites for the Substation.

8. CONSIDERATION OF COMPLAINTS BY MR R RYDER RE TRAFFIC CALMING MEASURES 
The Chair provided the Council with information regarding the complaints by Mr Ryder.  There was a discussion about how the Council could gain some more information on what would be useful interventions to try and reduce speed and aid visibility within the village, particularly as there may be s106 monies available for transport.  CC Thomas confirmed he would get someone to contact the Clerk on the best way forward for this, but emphasised that it was important that the Police were involved as they had to support all recommendations. 
9. CONSIDERATION OF WORKING WITH FIELDS IN TRUST (FIT)
The Clerk and Chair provided an update on the work of the FIT organisation.  The Council agreed it would be suitable for a representative from FIT to come and speak to the Council.

10. UPDATE AND DISCUSSION ON WORK COMPLETED BY ROB HATHAWAY INCL FEES
The Chair explained that Mr Hathaway had had some responses to his enquiries and the Chair was currently sorting through the very lengthy documentation and working out the best way to communicate these to the village.  However Mr Hathaway is in some cases having difficulty getting professional advice as many experts are tied up with developers. 
The Chair confirmed that at the moment there is no further update on the breach of planning regarding the wall. 

It was proposed by Cllr Lewis and seconded by Cllr Bates that the invoice from Mr Hathaway for his work so far be approved, this was agreed by all.

The Chair and Cllr Lewis confirmed they would meet again with Mr Hathaway before the next meeting and bring any unanswered questions to that meeting. 
11. PLANNING 

The previously circulated planning application was reviewed:-
2016/00350/FUL (DR): Coed Marsarnen Road, Colwinston- The erection of a motor control centre cabinet, dosing kit cabinet and relocation of an existing dosing tank within the operational boundary of Colwinston Sewerage Pumping Station - The Council were informed of the comments made by the a neighbour regarding this application, these were agreed as sensible comments and the Council would submit similar.
