The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:
 None at this point

3. Discussion with Director from Redrow re issues arising in relation to the development

The Chairman welcomed Mr Mark Richards to the meeting and opened the floor for questions.  The following matters were discussed: -
Pantiles Driveway – The Chairman confirmed that he had obtained written confirmation that this would be repaired once the development was complete and would inform Mr & Mrs Davies accordingly.
Attenuation Basin – The Council confirmed they were still anxious about the safety aspects of the basin.  Mr Richards discussed the conditions of the ROSPA report and that the VoG Council had confirmed verbally they were happy with the conditions of the report.  He was waiting for a written discharge on this matter and was expecting it in the next couple of weeks. The Chairman emphasised that confirmation would still be required from the VoG Council that from discharge, they would be responsible for continuing maintenance and safety
New Entrance – Mr Richards stated that there was some confusion on the building and design specifications.  The Chairman confirmed he would contact Mr Richards to discuss the matter on site. 
Present Timetable for development – Mr Richards confirmed that the houses would all be built by December 2017.  There were likely to be some unsold properties at that point and there may also be some residual work going on at the site.  The footpath and field are likely to be reinstated during Jan 2018, however he would confirm these dates with the Clerk. 
Defibrillator –Mr Richards was asked if the defibrillator on site could be donated to the village hall. Mr Richards to confirm. 
Affordable Homes – It was confirmed that all affordable housing had been completed and handed over.  AP Clerk to ask for an update from the affordable housing officer 
S106 monies – Mr Richards confirmed that all s106 monies had now been paid to the VoG Council. 
The Chairman reported that Alun Cairns MP was to meet with the leader of the VoG Council and discuss some of the above issues, the Sub Station and general problems which Colwinston Community Council continue to have in their dealings with the Vale of Glamorgan Council.
The Chairman thanked Mr Richards for his time. 

4. PUBLIC SESSION AND MATTERS ARISING 
There were no members of the public present. 
5. CONSIDERATION OF POLICE MATTERS
PCSO Angela Stone explained that there were no crimes reported.  However there had been some reports of rogue traders, suspicious sellers coming to the door and she wished to remind everyone to call 101 if they have anything to report regarding this. 

She explained that she hoped to attend Council meetings at least every quarter. 
6. County Councillors Reports 
Cllr Cave had sent her apologies.  However, the Chairman confirmed that the LDP had been formally agreed by the VoG Council, he explained that this had been required by the Welsh Government.
Cllr Cave was also following up on a number of Redrow and s106 issues with the VoG Council.  Cllr Lewis requested that an emphasis be put on getting more information on the school development.  
AP Clerk to follow up with Cllr Cave
7. Approval of updated Financial Regulations (previously circulated)
Cllr Graham-Woollard proposed the approval of the previously circulated financial regulations with the changes highlighted.  This was seconded by Cllr Lewis and agreed by all. 

8.  Discussion on the formation on advisory groups/working parties to aid Council processes
It was pointed out by the Chairman that any advisory group formed should be chaired by a Community Councillor who would then report back to the full Council.  It was agreed that at the moment there was no specific objective for such a group.
9. Discussion on sponsorship of Colwinston News and Views 
After a short discussion, it was confirmed that the Council should be helping to fund this important publication. It was proposed by Cllr Lewis that an annual grant be awarded, this year he proposed £400 be awarded.  This was seconded by Cllr Roach and agreed for all.  The Chairman confirmed he would check who to make the cheque out to.  AP Clerk to add to budget and raise cheque. Also, to bring forward at Dec. 2017, 2018/2019 Budget Review.
10. Discussion of work in Churchyard going forward and generally planning for maintenance work at this site and the Spinney
Cllr Lewis updated the Council on a site visit with the vicar and members of the PCC regarding Churchyard maintenance.  At this meeting, it had been proposed that the Churchyard be ‘simplified’ with the brambles removed and destroyed, the ground flattened & stones removed and the trees looked at.  The grass cutting etc would then need to be done regularly. The PCC were in the process of getting quotes for some of the work and also putting together a volunteer group. 

The Chairman added that if the Council were to consider providing grants towards this work, it would need to be properly budgeted for.  The Chairman added that as a general guide costs for the Churchyard, if undertaken by Contractor, would be of the order of £340 for initial clearance and £240 every six weeks during the growing season and for the Spinney £150 and £60 respectively. AP Clerk to bring forward at Dec. 2017, 2018/2019 Budget Review.
The Clerk wished to confirm that no grants could be awarded to the upkeep of Church buildings only for Church grounds. 
AP Clerk to pass on details of tree surgeon and potential grass cutting contractor

11. Discussion on village book completion process and planning for exhibition
After a discussion regarding the implications and conditions relating to the Heritage Lottery Grant Scheme for which the Community Council was responsible, it was noted that publication was due by the end of October. In Cllr. Maclehose's absence and in view of the August recess the Clerk was asked to write to her to request a progress update and details in regard to proof reading together with printing options and costs to the Clerk during w/c 14:08:2017. It was further proposed by Cllr. Lewis and seconded by Cllr. Graham-Woollard that Cllr's Cook and Roach would be able to assist Councillor Maclehose in the completion of this complex project.

12. Planning Matters 

The following planning matter had been discussed previously and it was confirmed that a comment had been submitted regarding the fact that this is the second major extension on the property and also that with the increase in bedrooms there may be a parking issue should this result in an increase in occupants and cars.

13. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 
The minutes of the ordinary meeting which took place on June 19th 2017. It was proposed by Councillor Roach that the minutes of the June Ordinary meeting be accepted, this was seconded by Councillor Lewis and agreed by all. The Minutes were then signed as a true and accurate record by the Chairman and the Clerk. These will be placed on the website in due course. A hard copy will be available if requested. 
It was proposed by Cllr Graham-Woollard that the minutes of a meeting not be published publicly until they had been signed off at the next meeting.  This was seconded by Cllr Lewis and agreed by all.  
14. MATTERS ARISING 
Point 3.8 – Presentation to G Bates – Chairman to pass on photos of potential gift and gift to be agreed at next meeting. 
Point 3.10 – Relations with Community Association – Chairman to arrange meeting with CA Chairman. 

Point 3.11 – Remembrance Sunday – the organisation of this was well underway.

Point 4.2- Trees on playing fields – the Clerk confirmed that these had been reported to the VoG Council 

Point 6 – County Council Matters – CC Cave would shortly be arranging clinics in the village. 

Point 8.2 – Ofcom – Cllr Cook confirmed he would put together a summary of his investigations on what villagers could do to improve mobile phone reception.

Point 14.1– Update on definitive map modification order – The Clerk confirmed she had chased the PROW department and that this was being dealt with. AP Clerk to report back at next meeting
Point 15- Report from School Governing Body Meeting – As a follow up from his report at the last meeting, Cllr Cook confirmed that a Mr Trevor Baker (VoG Council) had attended the school governing body.  He had explained that the school had been categorised as a Band B school under the Welsh Government Capital Funding Scheme.  The Vale had identified £200k of s106 monies and other funds of £170k to contribute to the building of a new school.  This would be a 210-pupil model school (smallest available) and would be within the village boundary.  The build was likely to start in April 2019 and take 6-8 months. Although a number of sites were being looked at the school had to be within the village boundary.  

There was a short discussion about s106 monies and the options available for them generally. 
AP Clerk to request s106 officer to attend the next meeting 
Point 15e- Cutting of Spinney Bank -AP Clerk to follow this up with VoG Council

15. CLERK’S REPORT 

The Clerks report was reviewed and the following matters discussed: -
Annual Return – This has now been approved and signed by the external auditors with no qualifications or matters to raise.  

Banking Change – The Clerk confirmed that the Chairman and Vice Chairman would be set up on the new account, however a third signatory would be useful.  Cllr Graham-Woollard proposed that Cllr Cook be the third signatory this was seconded by Cllr Lewis and agreed by all. AP Clerk to get required details from Cllr Cook and finalise new account
Dog Fouling – The Clerk has requested a supply of anti-dog fouling notices from the VoG Council.

After a short discussion, it was agreed that the resident could help confirm all the house details for the village map, Cllr Roach confirmed she was happy to supervise this work. 

Cllr Lewis wished to respond to the letter from the health board.  After a short discussion, it was agreed that Cllr Lewis would draft a letter of response.

The quarter ended 30/06/17 bank reconciliation has been completed and Cllr Cook confirmed he had reviewed this and signed the reconciliation. 
The quarter ended 30/06/17 budget review had been completed and previously circulated for discussion at this meeting.  The analysis does not suggest any additional budget is required other than the £400 agreed in minute 9.0 above.  The Council had no further comments to make.  AP Clerk to update Budget
Cllr Lewis proposed that all payments be authorised, this was seconded by Cllr Roach and agreed by all.  The Cheques were signed by two signatories. 

16. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
a. Cllr Graham-Woollard re Site Visit with VoG Highways- Cllrs Graham-Woollard and Lewis confirmed they had met with Stephen Vincent from the VoG and shown him the different areas of the village where they believe work was needed.  Cllr Graham-Woollard was in the process of putting together a dossier with photos of what was discussed which would then be passed on to Mr Vincent.  He ran through the main areas that were covered which included Glan Ynys, blocked gullies and the road visibility. 
AP Clerk to report to the VoG that the footpath that runs parallel to Churchyard needed work
Cllr Lewis confirmed that he was happy to complete some killing of the spot weed.  The Chairman provided a photo to the Council of the broken bench on Little Hill.  It appeared that this had been vandalism and the Council agreed to publish the photos in the News & Views.  Cllr Graham-Woollard agreed to get the bench moved as it was currently a safety hazard and loo at getting it repaired/replaced. 
b. Cllr Roach – Update on village information leaflet- Cllr Roach circulated a draft of the leaflet.  The size of leaflet and circulation numbers were discussed.  The Council agreed to review the leaflet and provide any suggested changes to Cllr Roach.  Cllr Roach agreed to get quotes on printing and Cllr Graham-Woollard agreed to ask Redrow for any donation towards the costs of the leaflet. 
c. Cllr Roach – Update from Community Liaison Committee meeting- Cllr Roach provided a written report on what had been covered at this meeting (Appendix A to these minutes). She ran through the report and highlighted in particular matters raised by M Clogg regarding highways.
 AP Clerk to contact M Clogg re information on assigned highways officer
d. Cllr Cook- OVW Conference attendance -Cllr Cook queried whether he should attend the Conference & AGM in September.  It was agreed that this was not a priority
The Chairman stated that two people had been identified as potential candidates for co-option and asked that this was discussed at the next meeting. AP Clerk to add to the agenda
