1. ATTENDANCE

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:
 None at this point

3. Discussion with Carol Price (Rural Housing Enabler VoG Council)
Ms Price provided a presentation which included a brief outline of her role and the definitions of affordable housing. Ms Price helps develop partnerships with landowners, developers and housing association. There was a discussion about the results of the rights to buy scheme on the stock of affordable housing.
Cllr Cave wished to raise the point regarding elderly/less able people who wish to downsize and find they can’t find suitable properties in the villages they live in. There was a discussion regarding these requirements but is not part of any current scheme.  It was agreed that this would be useful discussions at development planning stage. 
The Council then considered the results of how the rented accommodation had been assigned per the agreed local lettings policy.  Ms Price was happy to arrange for Councillors to have a tour of the affordable housing that is up for sale in the new development
Cllr Lewis thanked Ms Price and Mr Sinclair for their time and presentation.
4. S106- discussion and decision on meeting with s106 and proposal for formation of s106 sub committee  

Cllr Lewis explained that himself and Cllr Graham-Woollard believed it was best to have a site visit with the transport and planning officers regarding s106 plans. He went on to explain that the discussion with the education department regarding s106 would not take place till in the new year when they will have more information. 
After a short discussion, it was agreed that a formal subcommittee would be the best option, hence it was also agreed that a site visit open to all Councillors would be possible.  However, the agenda must be agreed in advance along with how to drive that agenda and the Clerk be present in order to minute the meeting, thus the meeting will act as an extraordinary meeting of the Council. It was also agreed that CC Cave would be invited to be present at the meeting.  AP Clerk to arrange meeting
The attenuation basin issue was also discussed and it was agreed that this matter would be raised with the s106 officer at the meeting. 
Finally, there was a discussion of the playground project including the current position of the project and how the Community Council could aid the project team.  It was felt that the first port of call would be to organise an open meeting between the Council and the Village Hall Committee in order to determine the best way forward. Cllr Lewis agreed to set up this meeting. The issue of transfer of asset would be deferred to a later point when more information was known on the plans. 
An update was needed regarding the Fields in trust project for getting the playing fields held in trust. AP Clerk to get an update on where they are with this from FIT and whether includes the playground.
5. PUBLIC SESSION AND MATTERS ARISING 
There were no members of the public present. 
6. CONSIDERATION OF POLICE MATTERS
PCSO Angela Stone explained that there were no crimes reported but the police are looking at the report of duplicate number plates. 
7. County Councillors Reports 
CC Cave reported that the recycling site at Llandow would be moved onto the Llandow Ford site on the opposite side of the road when the current lease comes to an end in 2018.
CC Cave also talked about the new grant scheme that the VoG have launched, the strong communities grant fund.  She wishes to encourage the smaller community councils to apply as soon as possible for this funding.
8. Discussion on the use of Social Media including approval of the pre-circulated draft Social Media Policy 
The reason for the need for Social Media was explained by Cllr Lewis.  There was a discussion regarding the need for a separate Facebook page for this Council versus getting rights to post on the existing village Facebook page. 

It was agreed that the Clerk would start posting on the separate site, especially around meetings/ minutes.  The pre-circulated Social Media Policy was proposed by Cllr Lewis and seconded by Cllr Cook.  AP Clerk to start project  

9. Discussion and decision needed on proposal for formation of working party responsible for editorial review and planning for electronic output and exhibition, as well as post project reporting to heritage lottery.
Cllr Maclehose explained that the deadline for the book had been moved and a grant extension received into Spring 2018, however she hoped the project would be completed once updates on Bonfire night had been included.   

It was agreed that Cllrs Cook and Roach would work with Cllr Maclehose as a working party to complete this project and provide updates to the Council as required. 
AP Cllr Maclehose to provide the current electronic content to Cllrs Cook and Roach
10. Discussion on grant application planning 
The Clerk confirmed she had submitted the Creative Rural Communities grant application.  CC Cave felt that this £1k would be very useful for consultations with the community. 

It was agreed that it was necessary for a working party to be formed to determine the projects that could be put forward for grant monies and would be capable of meeting the VoG Criteria. The importance of consultation was discussed.  AP Clerk to send around some examples of consultation questionnaires
One project discussed at this point was around the use of old tractor tyres planted at each of the end of the village, to be used as planters. The cost would then only relate to the soil filling and fabric to prevent weeds growing through. This was agreed as an excellent idea.  Cllr Lewis agreed to look further into the matter.
11. Discussion and decision on retirement presentation options
After a short discussion, a suitable option was agreed and Cllr Maclehose would purchase this.

The minutes of the extraordinary meeting which took place on 14th August 2017 were reviewed. It was proposed by Councillor Roach that the minutes of this meeting be accepted; this was seconded by Councillor Lewis and agreed by all.

The Minutes were then signed as a true and accurate record by the Chairman and the Clerk. It had been resolved that this meeting would take place in closed session and so the minutes would not be published.

Point 3.2 – Attenuation Basin – refer this to the s106 officer.  AP Clerk to write separately to the s106 officer to inform her that this would be an issue that the Council would like to discuss with her at the meeting.
Point 3.3 – New Entrance to the development– The s106 officer had explained that the delay was caused by the fact that the new entrance planning had been ‘bundled’ with a number of other matters needing approval.  She had agreed to attempt to get approval for the new entrance separately to try and speed up the process.

Cllr Lewis proposes that in the December meeting as part of the budgeting process an amount of grant monies be agreed for the next financial year.  

In addition, Cllr Lewis proposed that £500 be reserved from this year’s financial year budget for payment towards any work that may commence in this calendar year. The Clerk confirmed that there was a £500 in the s137 grant budget line already that could be allocated.  The proposal was seconded by Cllr Roach and agreed by all.  

The Clerk confirmed that any monies could only be provided towards grounds works not to work to Church buildings.
Cllr Maclehose wished to report that the storm hatch is still blocked and is now covered with vegetation.  AP Cllr Lewis to investigate
