The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:
 Cllr Jones declared his interest in point 17.3, approval of PCC grant as PCC Chairman. 
3. CONSIDERATION OF POLICE MATTERS
PCSO Angela Stone explained that there were no crimes reported but the police are looking at the report of duplicate number plates. It appears that the police have removed one of the vehicles.
She also reported that there were rogue traders operating in the wider area, so people should report to 101 or 999 if in the night or if they feel threatened. 

4.  PUBLIC SESSION AND MATTERS ARISING 
There were no members of the public present. There were a number of items that had been reported to Councillors by the public and these would be considered under Councillors reports
5. Consideration of County Councillors Reports 
CC Cave explained that there were a number of enquiries that came out of the Community Liaison meeting, about the various positions that community liaison representatives can hold.  She clarified that these posts can only be held by the community liaison representative for a Community Council. 

The Chairman asked CC Cave about the s106 policy in terms of differences in the policy for the rural vale compared to the urban vale.  He wished to get a statement on the new Vale Council’s position on this. 

CC Cave had also received a report from Cllr Lewis about litter and hedge cutting, and she confirmed that the Vale were going to come and review the state of the area reported.  

CC Cave would like to finish organising her surgeries by the end of this year, however would appreciate a volunteer from Community Councils to accompany her for security.  However, it was felt that if the surgeries were held at The Sycamore Tree Inn, this would not be such a problem.  
6. Update from working group on the Village Book and determination of best approach for editorial process
The Chairman reported that he had met with Cllr Maclehose to discuss the village book.  After reviewing the current draft of the book, the Chairman commended the work done, and believed there was much very interesting material in the book. 

The Chairman did have an editing concern due to the sheer amount of material. This Council has an obligation as the authority reporting to the Heritage Lottery Fund, to produce the best final version, so that the process from now on must be disciplined, with major issues like presentation, cover, layout etc. to determine.  

The Chairman then asked for suggestions for how we move on the process.  After a discussion it was suggested by Cllr Cook that a small group which he believed had already been agreed as himself and Cllr Roach would provide an editorial overview of the book.  Cllr Graham-Woollard acknowledged that this small group had been agreed at the Sept ordinary meeting, however there does need to be further terms of reference for this, not just editorial e.g. quotes, budget, timetable, acknowledgements etc. 
Cllr Maclehose also proposed that the two proof readers that were already involved in the project be the first to look at the draft. 

The Chairman at this stage raised the matter of the village map that was included in the book, he did not believe it was acceptable standard for the book, so he proposed that a project be set up by this Council in order to produce a more up to date map.  A number of Councillors felt that this was a different project and that this map represents a document that is historically relevant to the village.
The Chairman also raised the point around copyright and Cllr Maclehose assured the Council that all copyright certificates had been obtained.  The Chairman would email around any other queries or concerns he had over the next few days. 
At this point Cllr Maclehose circulated accounts for the village book so far. The three quotes for printing would be provided to the Clerk from Cllr Maclehose.  There was a main decision to be made around whether a soft cover or hard cover was used.  After a discussion it was agreed that all the detailed arrangements be reported to the Council by the editorial working group at a future Council meeting (November or December 2017) to be signed off by the Council at that point. Also, that the Chairman would provide a list of guidelines and advice to aid the editorial sub committee.
The online presentation and the event details also need to be part of this report. 
The Chairman would like to ensure that Mr Duxbury receives formal thanks from this Community Council for all his hard work. 
7. Agreement on S106 Committee members and terms of reference 
The s106 meeting has been agreed for Tuesday 31st October at 12.30pm in the village hall. Cllrs Maclehose and Lewis have provided their apologies for this meeting.  
The Chairman believed that the s106 monies were such an important matter that any members of the community council that can attend should attend. 

Hence at this stage there was no proposal for a s106 committee. 
8. Update on S106 sustainable transport meeting including agreement of agenda
The Chairman felt that what came through in the village book input was the genuine concern that villagers had about the highways in the village.  

At this stage the Council read through the report that had been produced by Cllr Graham-Woollard with what he believes are the real priorities for the s106 sustainable transport funds.  There was a discussion around the report especially around talking about sustainability. 
The Chairman at this point asked for the Councillors to individually let him know their thoughts around the agenda for this meeting. A key point was to look at this from a rural point on view not an urban point on view. 
It was suggested by Cllr Cave that responses from the community could be requested regarding the s106 monies.  AP Clerk to raise on Facebook/twitter
9. Discussion and decision re response to consultation about review of community and town council sector in Wales
After a short discussion it was agreed that the Councillors would provide comments to the Clerk on this.
AP CC Cave to provide the Clerk with a response from a different Council for consideration.

10. Discussion and decision needed on how this Council wishes to progress its financial obligations including internal audit review
The Chairman and Clerk explained the matters regarding the internal audit. Cllr Graham-Woollard has already contacted Paul Griffiths the existing internal auditor regarding this. However, prior to the internal audit a specific checklist of work will need to be provided.  
11. Discussion and decision needed on comment to IRPW draft report on Councillors expense – previously circulated
After a short discussion it was agreed that the importance in this report is that councillors could opt out of receiving expenses.

12. Discussion on Remembrance Sunday service 
It had previously been agreed that Cllr Lewis would co-ordinate this and represent the Council at this service, however for personal reasons Cllr Lewis would no longer be able to do so.  It was agreed that Cllr Maclehose would take on the role of doing the reading etc. and Cllr Jones was happy to carry on any additional co-ordination.

Cllr Bellin proposed that £20 would be paid as a thankyou fee to the player of the bugle.  This was seconded by Cllr Roach and a payment would be made at the November meeting.  AP Clerk to raise payment
13. Discussion and decision needed on Christmas Trees
Cllr Graham-Woollard agreed to organise the arrangements regarding the purchase of the trees. 

It was proposed by Cllr Cook and seconded by Cllr Roach that a grant of up to £250 for trees and any associated costs would be paid.  This was agreed by all and was already in the budget. 
14. Planning Matters 
No new applications or approved applications were reported.  
Cllr Cave also stated the date and time of the planning committee meeting for the new arrangements at the Llandow estate, should anyone wish to attend. 

15. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 
The minutes of the ordinary meeting which took place on 18th September 2017 were reviewed. 
A small number of errors were corrected.
It was proposed by Councillor Roach that the minutes of this meeting be accepted; this was seconded by Councillor Cook and agreed by all. 

The Minutes were then signed as a true and accurate record by the Chairman and the Clerk. These will be placed on the website in due course. A hard copy will be available if requested. 

16. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES 
Point 4.3- Attenuation Basin-  AP Clerk to write to head of planning, requesting clarification regarding health and safety issues for the attenuation basin and what commitments the Council will or have made for maintenance of the basin. 
Point 4.3 – Entrance Stone pillars – AP to be added to the s106 meeting agenda 

Point 16.6 – Storm Hatch jammed – Cllr Maclehose has reported this however it has still not been fixed.  AP Clerk to write to highways regarding vegetation in this ditch by the sewage plant, some work has been previously done however this work still needs to be done. The Community Council would very much like to discuss the overall maintenance of those two ditches with the VoG Council.
Grants – At this point the Clerk provided an update on the Creative Rural Communities grant, as well as more information she had on the VoG Grant. Her main point was that the VoG Grant was open to any group to apply for and also it was much easier to apply for a grant for under £1,000.  AP Clerk to send around VoG Grant application for the interest of the Council

The Sept 2017 bank reconciliation had been completed and Cllr Cook confirmed he had reviewed this and signed the reconciliation for evidence.
 The Clerk had circulated the budget analysis for the quarter ended 30/09/2017 and circulated this for review by the Council. 
Cllr Jones agreed not to discuss or vote on the Churchyard grant payment. 
Cllr Bellin proposed that all payments be authorised, this was seconded by Cllr Cook and agreed by all.  The Cheques were signed by two signatories. 

The precirculated budget was reviewed and it was agreed that no changes were required.   CC Cave agreed to see if she can get details of the electoral recharge amount from the VoG Council. 
18. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Cllr Roach – Update on village leaflet – There were a small number of changes which had been made and so the leaflet was now ready for print.  Cllr Roach proposed that on distribution to each house she would check each house name in respect for any future map.  These should be printed by the end of this week. There were a number of offers of assistance for delivering the leaflets  
Cllr Jones wished to raise the matter of inconsiderate driving.  It was suggested that a message be sent to Ceri Hoffrock about this in order to try and get a message to parents who attend the school in cars. Cllr Cook reported that the school have a highways safety group made up of children but he will bring up with the governors the Community Council’s concern.  It was also considered appropriate for the Police to be asked to attend the school at some point to see if improvements would result.

Cllr Lewis had wished to discuss the matter of dog fouling, as a number of members of the public and the litter picking team had seen an increase. In Cllr Lewis’ absence Cllr Graham-Woollard raised the matter.  There was a discussion regarding this to see if anything further could be done by this Council.  This has been raised in the village newsletter. AP Clerk to advertise guidance from VoG Council on website/social media. 
AP Clerk to follow up on additional litter bin requested with the VoG Council.
Japanese Knotweed – AP Clerk to request from VoG Council what action had been taken.
Glan Ynys wall – There have been a number of concerns raised to Councillors regarding this wall.  The owner of the property now has had formal permission from highways to build the wall in the position it currently is, even though this wall is clearly on the highway.  There have been individuals in the village who have written to the Vale Council regarding the wall and may wish to raise the dereliction of duty of the planning department in regard to this to the Ombudsman, however this could not be raised by this Council. AP Clerk to write to VoG Council asking for justification of how this wall has been permitted to be erected on the highway. 

Playground – It was reported by Cllr Graham-Woollard that Cllr Lewis has set up a liaison meeting with the Community Association regarding how this Council can help with the playground project and also how the two groups can best support each other generally.  Cllr Lewis had previously suggested that this Council may wish to apply for transfer of asset of the playground to this Council from the VoG Council.  There was a lot of concern regarding this and the liabilities that would also be transferred. 
Cllr Graham-Woollard proposed Cllr Roach along with Cllr Lewis be on the working party for the playground project, this was seconded by Cllr Cook and agreed by all. 

It was raised that it would be helpful for a member of the Community Council to be on the hall committee and their AGM is in November, so now would be a good time for someone to join. 
Spinney Bank - Cllr Maclehose agreed to call G Smith to arrange for a quote for the cutting of the spinney bank.  There was a discussion around the setting up of a regular cutting plan and Cllr Maclehose agreed to ask him about this also.
