The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:
 None at this point  
3. CONSIDERATION OF POLICE MATTERS
PCSO Angela Stone had sent her apologies and confirmed there were no crimes since the last meeting. However, lamping had been reported to her last week. 
4.  PUBLIC SESSION AND MATTERS ARISING 
There were no members of the public present and no items had been raised with Councillors. 
5. Consideration of County Councillors Reports 
CC Cave had provided a report in advance, this included information on the approval of the new Siteserv site, a number of dates of Vale meetings and a request for this Council to consider the Boundary Commission consultation.
6. Community Council Codes of Conduct and Procedures - Closed Session
This item was taken in conjunction with item 9- Consideration of Welsh Government Boundary Commission for Wales Revised Proposals, as they are related. All in a closed session.

7. Update post S106 sustainable transport meeting including next steps
The Chairman reported that there has not been huge movement on this since the s106 sustainable transport meeting.  Although a rapport has been set up with Mike Clogg (VoG) and he is positively disposed to improvement projects around the village. 

The Chairman asked everyone to send the Clerks a summary email containing their thoughts after attending the s106 minute and/or seeing the plan, indicating what they thought the Council should concentrate on.   
Also, the Chairman is in the process of attempting to find the original plans that the Community Council and the VoG had agreed a number of years ago and were referred to in the s106 meeting. 

There was a short update from the Clerk and Cllr Roach around the planning training and the s106 matters that were raised there. 

Cllr Cook referred to the information he had received from Ceri Hoffrock regarding school transport matters, he will also ask questions at the next school governors meeting around this.  
8. Consideration of Welsh Government Boundary Commission for Wales Revised Proposals
The Chairman thanked Cllr Lewis for his previously circulated note on this matter and referred everyone to this – Appendix C to these minutes.  Cllr Lewis explained that in his note he has tried to concentrate on the process of the proposals. The aim is that there are roughly the same number of voters in each parliamentary constituency. The impact on Colwinston is that it will join Bridgend along with a number of other villages to form the Bridgend and Western Vale constituency. He confirmed that there will be no change in terms of the services being provided by the Vale of Glamorgan County Council. Also, the proposed parliamentary changes will have no impact on the assembly constituencies. The proposal will go to parliament for a vote in 2018. 
Cllr Lewis also provided some historical information on this matter. 

After this explanation the Council did not believe at this stage there was anything they wished to comment on.
9. Planning Matters 
No new applications or approved applications were reported.  
Glan Ynys – At this point the Council referred to the previously circulated email from planning on this matter.  The Chairman referred to the definitive highways map where it was clear that the property wall has been built on the public highway. It was accepted that the wall was built on the location that had been confirmed to the house owner by the Vale Council.
It was felt that this was too serious a matter for this Council not too follow up.

It was proposed that new lights will be purchased for the Christmas Tree at an approx. cost of £70 this was agreed.  Then the budget and the costings to compensate for electricity use were discussed and agreed.
