The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:
 None at this point  
3.  PUBLIC SESSION AND MATTERS ARISING 
There were no members of the public present and no items had been raised with Councillors. 
4. CONSIDERATION OF POLICE MATTERS
PCSO Angela Stone had sent her apologies and reported two crimes and also provided guidance regarding lamping.
5. Consideration of County Councillors Reports 
CC Cave had provided her apologies, and a report regarding her meetings and recent surgery.  Her next surgery will be on 27th January 2018.

6. Progress and situation report on the village book by Cllr Jones- Closed Session- It was agreed to defer this to the last item on the agenda
7. Discussion and decision re response to consultation about review of town and community council sector in Wales, including report from Cllr Lewis on OVW Consultation Meeting 
Cllr Lewis apologised for not having a written report available for tonight.  He therefore provided a verbal report.  He believes there may well be an agenda to reduce the number of Community Councils and had looked into the financial data regarding the administration of a Council.  

He doesn’t believe there are advantages in combining Community Councils into bigger areas.  It will be more difficult for Councillors to represent their local areas, with local contact being lost. At the moment the present size of community councils seems suitable for delivering the community needs. 

The one area in terms of a change in powers is planning. He believes the Community Council role should be strengthened, as at the moment the views of this Council do not seem to be taken that strongly by the VoG Council. 

There is also a planning law consultation from Wales Government at the moment.  Cllr Lewis confirmed he would provide a written report for consideration shortly. 

AP Clerk to agenda at the January meeting
8. Review of Draft FY 2018/19 Budget – circulated in meeting pack- To include discussion of possible projects/maintenance commitments and overview of required earmarked reserves 
There was an explanation from the Chairman that the Council needed to consider areas of work that are not being dealt with by the VoG Council. It is important that maintenance programmes are put in place and budgeted for rather than work just being done when it really needed to be. There was also a discussion around the grant system of the VoG Council.  
Cllr Jones declared his interest as Chairman of the PCC in regards to any budgeted grants in association with the Church and did not take part in any discussions regarding these. 

A number of new projects were considered and discussed and estimates provided for them. 
The Clerk agreed to distribute a leaflet from the Rambler’s association regarding PROW. 

As the discussion included financial support for the playground.  Cllr Lewis explained that if this Community Council was further involved in this project then he would expect all villagers and playground users to be consulted.  
Cllr Lewis proposed that this Council express its concern over the level of consultation regarding the future shape of the playground to the VoG s106 Officer, and indeed that the VoG hold a consultation event in the community for this purpose.  Seconded by Cllr Cook and agreed by all. 

AP Clerk to write to S106 officer 
There was a discussion around approaching BT to put in a multi-channel booster and have a grants/fundraising project towards this, especially in regards to the CRC Grant or the use of s137 budget. 

AP Cllr Graham-Woollard to initially investigate this 
AP Clerk to circulate the budget as part of the January meeting pack
9. Consideration of comments provided on s106 sustainable transport monies and draft plan 
There was a discussion regarding the draft s106 monies plan.  It was agreed that the issue that really needed to be addressed is around the substation, as any solution regarding the safety of pedestrians around the school must focus on the location of that substation.  A solution regarding this was presented, however the problem appeared to be in getting a dialogue between Western Power and the Vale highways department.  
AP Cllr Graham-Woollard to attempt to facilitate this dialogue so that this Council might be able to put suitable options to the VoG Council 

AP Clerk to write to s106 officer regarding this matter
10. Consideration of the report from Cllr Graham-Woollard re email and pre-meeting communication 
It was agreed due to time constraints to defer this matter to the next meeting. 
11. Update from Clerk on ROWIP Consultation meeting – notes previously circulated
The Clerk stated that it was important that this Council considered the reduction in resources of the VoG Council PROW department in its own budget. 
12. Planning Matters 
No new applications or approved applications were reported.  
Glan Ynys – The Clerk reported that she had written to the VoG Highways department but no response had yet been received. 
AP Clerk to chase before the January Meeting

13. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 
The minutes of the ordinary meeting which took place on 20th November 2017 were reviewed. 
Cllr Cook raised a query regarding point 6.5.  Cllr Cook believed he’d made it clear that he’d expressed concern that an alternative working party for the village book, which was different to that already established by Council, appeared to be being formed. He acknowledged that the appointed working party had so far failed to meet, which was due to a number of factors, one of which was the lack of an appointed coordinator for the group.  Cllr. Cook stated that he had seconded the chairman’s proposal to appoint Cllr. Jones to the role of working party Chairperson specifically because he would be coordinating the originally appointed working group.  Cllr. Cook stated that he would not have seconded a proposal for a new group. Although a semantic point, Cllr. Cook wished this to be included in the record. 
It was proposed by Councillor Cook that subject to point 6.5 the minutes of this meeting be accepted; this was seconded by Councillor Roach and agreed by all. 
The minutes would be formally agreed and signed at the January meeting. 
14. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES 
Invite to the workshop – Jane Hutt

Point 12.4 – Physiotherapy services -Cllr Lewis explained that he had been invited by Jane Hutt’s office to an NHS in Wales workshop but would not be attending as it did not directly relate to this issue or area. The Chairman stated that Andrew RT Davies would be posing a question to the health minister in regard to the Physiotherapy Changes in the Western Vale. 

Point 18.6 – Asset Transfer EOI – The Clerk confirmed this had been submitted. 
15. CLERK’S REPORT 

It was agreed that the matters in this report would be deferred to the next meeting. 
16. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Feedback from Cllr Roach on playground meeting –. Cllr Roach was unable to attend this meeting
Feedback from Cllr Lewis on highways issues at The Vines- It had been established that this road was not adopted and it had been raised with highways on why this was not known by residents.  Cllr Graham-Woollard suggested that this Council fund a sign for the highway. 

AP Cllr Graham-Woollard to investigate 
Proposal from Cllr Roach regarding village leaflet advertising – The village leaflet has been circulated to all residents and a number of favourable comments had been received. The Council wished to thank Cllr Jones for distributing all of these leaflets.  It was agreed that the leaflet would be likely to be updated most years.  It was reported that a complaint had been received regarding a local business not being included in the leaflet.  There was then a discussion regarding the possibility of adverts for local businesses being included for a small fee.  This was felt to be a good idea and would be discussed again nearer the time of republication.  

Cllr Maclehose – The residents of Pantiles had yet to receive anything in writing regarding the promise of repair of their drive once Redrow have finished on the site.  
AP Cllr Graham-Woollard to investigate the matter

State of the verges – It was agreed that this Council should request confirmation from Redrow in writing that they will undertake reparation work to the verges on the road from Maes y Bryn – A48. 

AP Clerk to write to VoG Planning department 
17. REVIEW OF MEETING DATES 

There was a discussion regarding the ongoing meeting dates/times and place of meeting. 

 It was agreed to maintain the dates on the 3rd Monday of the month at 7pm in The Sycamore Tree Inn.  
AP Clerk to send out dates for next 15 months and any members with problems with attendance let the Clerk know. 

18. Progress and situation report on the village book by Cllr Jones- Closed Session
This item was held in closed session.  
After an extensive discussion it was RESOLVED that a village book editorial committee would be set up with Cllr Graham-Woollard as Chairman, members to be appointed at the January Council meeting.  The Chairman would request an extension to the deadline from the HLF to November 2018.

At this point the Chairman adjourned the meeting and it was agreed the Clerk’s report would be considered at the January meeting.
