It was proposed by Cllr Jones that the agreement between the Community Council and Mrs H Maclehose be approved and signed, this was seconded by Cllr Morris and agreed by all. 
The agreement was signed by Cllrs Graham-Woollard and Lewis. 

It was RESOLVED that all rights of publication of the Colwinston Village Book be transferred to Mrs H Maclehose with the conditions that formal permission be obtained from all contributors and all required copyrights for external material be obtained.  

7. Discussion and agreement of statement for Village Newsletter re Village Book
The draft letter to the editor and statement for the newsletter was discussed.  It was proposed by Cllr Jones that with a small number of grammar corrections this statement be sent to the village newsletter editor. This was seconded by Cllr Cook and agreed by all.

8. Consideration and agreement on Cllr Cook’s proposal regarding this Council supporting Colwinston school governing body throughout pre-consultation/consultation process
Cllr Cook referred to his previously circulated report from the recent meeting between members of the Council, Ms Hoffrock (headteacher) and chairman of the school governors. This reflected the statement of Ms Hoffrock in the recent newsletter.  Specifically, it referred to the information meeting that will be held, and the fact that there was no consultation meeting at this first stage. Cllr Cook confirmed that as the school is voluntary aided Church In Wales school, it is the school not the Vale Council who are responsible for the consultation. 
Cllr Cook proposed that this Council support the school during their process of performing the information meeting and consultations. This was seconded by Cllr Lewis and agreed by all.
