MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD IN THE SYCAMORE TREE INN COLWINSTON ON MONDAY 18TH JUNE 2018 at 7pm

2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:
None at this point  

3. Attendance and report from Dwr Cymru Welsh Water representatives re recent sewerage problems in the village
The Chairman began a discussion of the sewage problems in the village over the Easter weekend.  He also referred to blocked pipe problems he had been informed about by a resident of Beech Park and explained the issues that could arise at the attenuation basin on the Redrow site.  

He stressed that this Council will assist in any campaign to educate people putting inappropriate items into the sewerage system and to understand how to report sewerage problems.
In terms of the Redrow area, Welsh Water will pick up the maintenance of the sewers once surveys etc have been done and after a certain period of time.  Redrow development will be foul only and so surface water, rain water etc. will go into the attenuation basin.  He confirmed that some work had been done on the existing pipes in the area where there have been cracks etc. allowing surface water in. Work had also been done at the nearby pumping station and at the Cowbridge treatment station.  
Welsh Water explained that the problems over the Easter weekend related to blockage of the air valves by polystyrene beads due to inappropriate items being put into the system.  There have been no problems with the pumping system since. 

In regards to Beech Park no reports had been received regarding problems in this area. However, Welsh Water were prepared to carry out investigative work this week. If there are problems with blockages in Welsh Water infrastructure then they will deal with these and there is no need for the public to call out an independent contractor. He also stressed the importance of notifying Welsh Water of any problems in sewerage and Welsh Water will notify the customer of who can deal with these matters. 
In regards to the attenuation basin it was confirmed that Welsh Water do not take responsibility for such a surface water basin and this will be the Vale of Glamorgan’s Council responsibility. 

There was a discussion regarding a mini campaign being set up with a leaflet drop, attendance at event etc. in order to try and educate people on how to help prevent blockages. 

There were queries from the Council on the standard of the infrastructure. There was a discussion of the maintenance plan that Welsh Water performed. 

The Chairman thanked the representatives for their time.

4. PUBLIC SESSION AND MATTERS ARISING
There was one member of the public present.
The Chairman asked him to update the Council on the playground grant and the link the Vale Council had made with the school project. 

The two operational managers of the Vale Council involved in the project had provided an update to the playground grant group and explained why they felt that it was linked to the school project. 
It was confirmed that in September at the next grant committee meeting the playground grant would be put forward for approval. 
The Chairman confirmed to the Council that no proposals for the school project have been put to the School Governing Body or Headteacher. It was agreed that the Chairman would enquire with the School Governing Body the exact remit and influence of the Church in Wales on the school project. 
5. CONSIDERATION OF POLICE MATTERS
PCSO Angela Stone had not sent a crime report. 
Cllr Jones had previously raised a question regarding what appeared to be abandoned cars, this had already been raised with the highways department of the Vale and the PCSO. 

6. CONSIDERATION OF COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORTS
CC Cave had sent her report in advance.  It was proposed by Cllr Lewis that this report be accepted, this was seconded by Cllr Savery and agreed by all.
7. Minutes of the previous Extraordinary Meeting, Ordinary Meeting and AGM all held on May 21st 2018 
The minutes of the Extraordinary meeting, ordinary meeting and AGM which took place on 21st May 2018 were reviewed. 

It was proposed by Councillor Lewis that the minutes of these meetings be accepted; this was seconded by Councillor Roach and agreed by all.

The Minutes were then signed as a true and accurate record by the Vice- Chairman and the Clerk. These will be placed on the website in due course.

8. Review and approval of new model standing orders – previously circulated 
The new model standing orders were reviewed and it was proposed by Cllr Lewis that the new standing orders be approved as they stand, this was seconded by Cllr Roach and agreed by all.

9. Discussion of possible dog free zones 
It was agreed that this item be deferred until the July meeting given the consultation document that was received today.

The Clerk had received a number of notices regarding anti dog fouling and these would be placed by the litter picking group around the village. 
10. Agreement on recruitment /interviewing procedures for Clerk’s position

It was confirmed that a number of applications had already been received for the Clerk’s position. It was agreed that the Chairman and Cllr Roach would interview for this position in the first week in July. 
11. Planning Matters 
There were no new planning applications or decisions. 
Cllr Roach has been approached by the applicant at Lower House Farm who have been told verbally that their application had been rejected, although this had not yet been formally confirmed by the Vale Council.

It was agreed that once the formal rejection had been received this Council would look into the matter. 
12. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

The Sycamore Tree Inn - Cllr Graham-Woollard proposed that he enquired with the Chairman of Brains if there was any way that this Council could assist the brewery in ensuring that the pub is kept open after the current landlords leave. This was seconded by Cllr Lewis and agreed by all.

Cllr Savery commented on the overflowing street bins. The Clerk confirmed she was able to report this to the Vale Council should this matter occur again.
13. CLERK’S REPORT 

The Clerk stressed to the Council the importance of setting up Council only email addresses’.  There were two Councillors remaining who still needed to do this. 
The Council had received a £500 grant request from Rev Kettle for assistance in the maintenance of the churchyard. At this point Cllr Jones declared his interest in this matter as a member of the PCC and left the room. This was discussed and it was proposed by Cllr Lewis that the grant be awarded for works specifically for the maintenance of Colwinston Churchyard, this was seconded by Cllr Morris and it was agreed by all. 
It was RESOLVED that a grant of £500 would be provided to Colwinston Church to assist with the maintenance of the Churchyard. under this Council’s power to contribute to the expenses of Cemeteries. 
At this point the Clerk raised a cheque (CHQ No 28) for the grant and this was signed by two Councillors. 

Village Book Transfer of Rights to Publish – This document has been signed by Mrs H Maclehose and returned along with the £1 transfer fee. 

Noticeboards – Cllr Roach had spoken to a number of local groups/individuals who would cost up this project. It had been confirmed that legs would not be needed as the fence could take this weight.  This would be deferred until the July meeting when the formal quotes had been received. 
Attendance of Mr C Hawkins at the July meeting- Mr Hawkins has confirmed he would like to attend the July meeting in order to discuss the Youth Club situation, he has asked if two members of the youth club could attend with him.  The Council agreed this would be most welcome.
