MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD IN THE SYCAMORE TREE INN, COLWINSTON ON MONDAY 18th NOVEMBER 2019 AT 7:00PM

The Deputy Chair explained that since the October meeting Cllr Graham-Woollard, the Chair of Colwinston Community Council, and Cllr Roach had resigned from the Council. 

The Deputy Chairman advised the Community Council that the Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) had been informed and all democratic requirements complied with. VOGC had advised the Community Council that following advertisement of the resignations the Community Council could now commence the recruitment of co-options to fill these vacancies. The Community Council, therefore, has four vacancies to fill.

The Community Council expressed their gratitude to Cllrs Graham-Woollard and Roach for their service over many years and their commitment to the local community.
2. Election of Chair of Colwinston Community Council
Cllr Morris proposed Cllr Lewis as Chair, this was seconded by Cllr Lloyd and agreed by all.
It was RESOLVED that Cllr Lewis be elected as Chair of the Council.

3. Appointment of new co-opted councillors to Colwinston Community Council
Cllr Lloyd proposed that Mr. Carl Hadley should be co-opted to serve as a community councilor for Colwinston Community Council; this was seconded by Cllr Morris and agreed by all.
It was RESOLVED that Mr. Carl Hadley be co-opted to serve as a community councilor for Colwinston Community Council.
Cllr Lloyd proposed that Mr. Gareth Jones should be co-opted to serve as a community councilor for Colwinston Community Council; this was seconded by Cllr Morris and agreed by all.

4. Election of Colwinston Community Council representatives to:

· Vale of Glamorgan Council Grant Evaluation Panel
Cllr Morris proposed that Cllr J Lloyd should be elected to serve as Colwinston Community Council’s representative as a School Governor at St David’s Church in Wales School, Colwinston; this was seconded by Cllr Hadley and agreed by all.
It was RESOLVED that Cllr Lloyd should serve as Colwinston Community Council’s representative as a School Governor at St David’s Church in Wales School.
Cllr Lewis proposed that decisions in respect of the Vale of Glamorgan Grant Evaluation Panel, Deputy School Governor, and Vice Chair should be deferred until the Community Council had completed its appointment of new councillors. This was seconded by Cllr Morris and agreed by all.
Cllr Lewis proposed that the Quarterly Liaison Representatives should not be re-appointed. This was seconded by Cllr Lloyd and agreed by all.

5. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest

6. Public session
There were no members of the public present.
7. To receive the Minutes of the Ordinary General Meeting held on 18th November 2019

It was proposed by Cllr Morris to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Lloyd and agreed by all. 


The Chairman signed the minutes.

8. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

The Clerk confirmed that the VOGC had been advised of the Community Council’s support for the proposal made by VOGC to prohibit vehicles over 7.5 tonnes accessing the village of Llysworney.
9. To consider Police matters

PCSO Stone had advised the meeting via email that no crimes had been reported since the last meeting.
10. To consider County Council matters

The Clerk informed the Community Council that Cllr Cave’s father had sadly 
died recently. The Community Council asked the Clerk to send the Council’s 
sincere condolences to Cllr Cave.


The Community Council thanked Cllr Cave for her written report and noted its 
contents.
11. Recruitment and co-option of new community councillors to fill current vacancies

It was noted that two local residents had expressed an interest in being co-opted to the Community Council to fill the remaining two vacancies.

It was proposed by Cllr Lewis that the two candidates should be invited to attend interviews, to be conducted by Cllrs Lloyd and Morris on the Community Council’s behalf, and report back to the Council. This was seconded by Cllr Hadley and agreed by all.

12. Review of progress with current projects
The Chair briefed the Community Council on the several issues that have been outstanding for a considerable period, despite the Community Council’s continuous attempts to resolve them. The Chair asked the Clerk to prepare a report to the next meeting for the Council to consider the projects and determine actions that are to be taken.
Action point: Clerk to prepare requested report.

The Clerk advised the Council on progress with the broadband project and the need to continue the progress with this project before the December meeting. Cllr Hadley expressed his interest in leading the project for the Council and all agreed.
Action point: Clerk to arrange handover of project with Cllr Hadley

13. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature
The Community Council noted the Clerk’s activities in the last month.
The Clerk advised the Community Council that:

13.1 The Youth Club has been contacted to request they collect their 
cheque for £500.00

13.2 Mr. Gwyn Teague, VOGC Public Footpaths Officer and Ms Katherine 
Partridge, the VOGC’s Rural Housing Enabler, are available to attend 
the Community Council’s December and January meetings.
13.3 Defibrillators: the Community Council has now had a reply from Welsh 
Hearts. The Clerk advised the Community Council that the quotation to 
replace the battery and provide a non-lockable cabinet was £647. To 
relocate the original defibrillator at the community hall may only require 
the replacement of the battery and the pads 



It was proposed by Cllr Morris that the Welsh Hearts quotation for 


£647.00 be accepted and the work instructed. This was seconded by 

Cllr Lloyd and agreed by all.

· arrange for Gwyn Teague to attend the OGM on 9th December 2019

· arrange for Katherine Partridge to attend on 20th January 2020
· instruct Welsh Hearts to commence the works approved above

13.4 Finance – The Clerk advised the Community Council that funds 

as of 26th September 2019 (i.e. end of Quarter 2) = £19,597.00. The 
bank reconciliation report and relevant bank statement have been sent 
to Cllr Morris for his scrutiny. The Clerk confirmed that no receipts had 
been in the last month.

Location: Land to the rear of St. David’s Primary School, Colwinston

Proposal: Discharge of Conditions 4 (off-site highway works), 15 (lighting), 18

(POS), 22 (hard surfacing), 23 (surface water drainage) & 24 (drainage

maintenance) of Planning Application 2014/00242/FUL: Development of 64

residential dwellings, open space, sustainable urban drainage, vehicular and

pedestrian accesses, landscaping and related infrastructure and engineering

works


The Community Council were concerned that this application was being made 
when matters effecting the residents and the community, notably the works 
related to the attenuation basin remained unresolved.


It was, therefore, proposed by Cllr Lewis, that the Community Council should 
object to the planning application. This was seconded by Cllr Morris and 
agreed by all.
