2. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest

3. Public Session
One members of the public joined the meeting via Zoom and observed throughout.

Issues raised in the public session were:

· The outcomes from the recent site meeting at the School

Action point: Clerk to follow-up

· Traffic management during the construction of the new school

· Action point: Cllr Cave to investigate

· How disruption to the children’s school day will be minimised 

· Litter in the village, which was a concern to residents
4. To receive the minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 20th July 2020
For accuracy, the following minute was amended:

Agenda Item 8, Old Ford Project: the Chair has made minor alterations to the original specification and added the footpath works to the scope of the project.
It was proposed by Cllr Hadley to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Jones and agreed by all. 

The Chairman confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person
5. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were three matters arising:
· Agenda Item 9, July 2020: Street lighting distribution box case, Twmpath Lane. Cllr Cave has not received a reply from the Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) yet but will chase-up.
· Agenda Item 9, July 2020: A quotation for the repainting of the village green telephone box had been received. It was proposed by Cllr Lewis that the quotation for £240 should be accepted. This was seconded by Cllr Jones and agreed by all.

· Agenda Item 13.3, July 2020: Cllr Cave has received a reply from VOGC clarifying the use of CCTV at the Village Green, particularly in relation to dog fouling. Cllr Cave will distribute the reply to members.
6. To consider Police matters

The Clerk noted that no Police report had been received since the June meeting.
7. To consider County Council matters
Cllr Cave confirmed that her next report would be available for the September 2020 OGM.
8. The Old Ford project

Thee main points of progress since the last meeting included:

· Legal advice confirmed that the Community Council could not acquire the site via an adverse possession application as the Land Registry criteria could not be met.
· However, VOGC has confirmed that they are prepared to arrange a vesting declaration/Declaration of Transfer in favour of the Community Council and thus transfer ownership of the land to the Community Council as per arrangements established in respect of the Village Green. VOGC noted that the Community Council had confirmed that the site has no registered owner and the Community Council’s attempts to identify any owners had been unsuccessful.
It was, therefore, proposed by Cllr Lewis that the Community Council should appoint the VOGC to arrange the Declaration of Title of the Old Ford site to Colwinston Community Council; VOGC be appointed, via a Service Level Agreement, as the Community Council’s legal representatives; the Clerk to be authorised to sign the agreement on behalf of the Community Council. This was seconded by Cllr Hadley and agreed by all.
· A second company interested in quoting for the restoration of the clapper bridge had been identified and a site-visit arranged. Cllr Lloyd was exploring a possible third quotation.

· Cllr Lloyd was meeting Coed Cymru next week to discuss grants that may be available to support the project.
· A quotation has been received from Gant Smith for the re-pointing of the wall surrounding the Michaelmas Well.
9. Review of progress with current projects
The Community Council considered the report of the VOGC in respect of various current projects and agreed as follows
· Heol Cae Pwll: outstanding adoption issues have been agreed between VOGC and the developer, particularly in relation to the attenuation basin. The Community Council will monitor progress and compliance by the developer/VOGC.
· Glan Ynys: the VOGC explained why it would take no further action in this matter and the Community Council accepted the explanation. 

· The Vines: the Community Council noted the VOGC’s continued attempts to resolve this matter, which the Community Council will continue to monitor.
· The VOGC will not install brown tourist information signage on the A48 for the Sycamore Tree Inn. The Council will query this decision again with VOGC officers.
The Community Council noted progress in respect of other projects:

· Broadband project: Cllr Hadley confirmed that Alun Cairns MP and Jane Hutt MP had offered their assistance in trying to take the project forward. The Community Council noted their thanks for their support
· New defibrillator, Village Hall: the Community Council were awaiting the Community Association’s instructions
10. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.

The Clerk noted that the Community Council’s funds as 30th July 2020 = £17, 697.41. The cashbook reconciled to the bank statement as of 30th July 2020. The Quarter 1 has been completed by Cllr Morris.

The Clerk confirmed that no receipts had been received since the last meeting.

It was noted that since the preparation of the report, a request for payment of one invoice had been received. It was proposed by Cllr Morris that the invoice from DM Payroll Services for £34.00 be approved for payment. This was seconded by Cllr Hadley and agreed by all.

11. To consider any planning matters

The Clerk advised the Community Council that there were no planning matters that required the Community Council’s attention. The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.
Cllr Hadley requested an update in respect of the Brocastle Quarry planning application.

12. To consider any correspondence and associated replies required


The Clerk advised that no correspondence report was required for this meeting. The Clerk explained that correspondence received is either referred to in the relevant reports or has been copied to members in the period prior to the meeting.

Digestate lagoon, Tair Croes: Members expressed concerns at the potential scale of this project, the size of the trucks bringing stone to the site), the noise created when this stone is being crushed, and the size of the trucks then taking loads of the fertilizer to wherever it was intended. Members noted that the fertilizer would be used by local farms (and thus the vehicles collecting the fertilizer would be small), the activity so far has concerned members.
Cllr Cave advised the members that Ewenny CC had contacted the owners to arrange a site visit. Colwinston CC would like to attend.
