2. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest

3. Public Session
One members of the public joined the meeting via Zoom and observed throughout.

4. To receive the minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 24th August 2020
It was proposed by Cllr Jones to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Morris and agreed by all. 

The Chairman confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person
5. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There was one matter arising:
· Agenda Item 3: The Clerk confirmed that no recent site meeting at St. David’s School had taken place.
6. To consider Police matters

The Clerk noted that the Police report recorded no crimes between 20th July and the date of this meeting. 
Cllr Jones asked the Clerk to clarify with PCSO Stone how crimes are recorded for inclusion within the report.
Action Point: Clerk to contact PCSO Stone

7. To consider Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) matters
The Community Council thanked Cllr Cave for her monthly report and noted its content. 
Cllr Cave advised members that the VOGC:

· had confirmed that it could not use private CCTV to support public prosecutions in relation to dog fouling on the village green or village playing field

· were considering two prospective new sites for the Llandow Recycling Centre

· had, to her disappointment, confirmed that it saw no current need for a rural roads policy to improve road safety in the rural Vale of Glamorgan
8. The Old Ford project

Thee main points of progress since the last meeting included:

· Matters have been resolves successfully in respect of Natural Resources Wales and protection of the watercourse
· Cllr Lloyd had made good progress with Coed Cymru. Following an initial site visit, an assessment of the woodland and how best to manage it to make it safe for the public to use, will be carried out by Coed Cymru in October. Once this plan has been devised Coed Cymru will assist the Community Council in accessing grants to manage the area, and were very positive about the project and its community and conservation objectives

· an application for a small grant of £250 from the Mayoral Fund had been submitted to the VOGC. Cllr Roach suggested that the VOGC Stronger Communities Grant Programme may be a source of further grant funding

· several residents had responded positively to the request for volunteers to assist with the project. The Chair thanked them on behalf of the Community Council and hoped more would come forward
· the tendering of the following works had been completed:



8.1: Restoration of the Clapper Bridge: It was proposed by Cllr Morris 

that the quotation from Vale Lime Plasterers (Shane James) for 


£5,955,00 should be accepted; this was seconded by Cllr Roach and 

agreed by all


8.2: Repair and repointing of Michaelmas Well walls: It was proposed 

by Cllr Morris that the quotation from Grant Smith for £1,500.00 should 

be accepted; this was seconded by Cllr Roach and agreed by all



8.3 Blue Plaques x2 explaining history of well and bridge: It was 


proposed by Cllr Morris that the quotation from Croft Castings Ltd for 

£790.00 should be accepted; this was seconded by Cllr Roach and 


agreed by all

Action Points:

· Clerk to continue to liaise with Natural Resources Wales, appoint contractors and explore Stronger Communities Grant option

· Cllr Lloyd to continue liaison with Coed Cymru and brief St David’s School on project and scope for the involvement of the pupils

9. St David’s School: Update
Cllr Lewis briefed the Community Council on the site meeting he had attended with Cllr Hadley and Cllr Cave regarding the development of the new school. It was noted as follows:
· that the contractor had made impressive arrangements in respect of the children’s health and safety during the construction period
· staff parking is to be increased on the school site 
· the traffic management proposals are to be revised and proposals presented for consideration
· it was acknowledged by the VOGC that the electricity sub-station in front of the school is inappropriately positioned. The VOGC own land on the opposite side of the road and they will contact Western Power to discuss its relocation. Cllr Cave will write to VOGC to determine if the cost can be met by S106 funding
The Community Council made it clear that the substation must be screened or housed in a stone enclosure compatible with the village and its rural surrounding. Moving an eyesore from one side of the road to the other would not be acceptable.
10.  Review of progress with other current projects
The Community Council noted progress in respect of other projects:

· broadband project: Cllr Hadley updated members in respect of his work on this project. He advised the Community Council that Open Reach has agreed to get a new quote to the Community Council this week. Alun Cairns has spoken to the most senior person in Open Reach in Wales who is looking into our case. Jane Hutt has also raised the issue with the relevant Welsh Minister, Lee Walters, who will contact Open Reach. Cllr Hadley have also asked if Mr Walters can clarify if the voucher scheme applies to Colwinston – access to it is essential to the project

· improving mobile phone reception in the village: Cllr Hadley is currently exploring options with two companies and will keep the Community Council updated
· Sycamore Tree Inn defibrillator: the new heated box was delivered for fitting just before lockdown in March
Action point: Cllr Lloyd will arrange the fitting of the box
· street lighting distribution box case, A48 end of Twmpath Lane: Cllr Cave confirmed that the VOGC has agreed to replace it as a result of Cllr Hadley’s determined efforts in establishing that in its current state of disrepair it constitutes a health and safety hazard
11. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.

The Clerk noted that the Community Council’s funds as of 28th August 2020 = £22, 041.00. The cashbook reconciled to the bank statement as of that date.

12. The Local Democracy and Boundary Commission for Wales: First stage review of the Vale of Glamorgan
The Community Council considered the proposed report. It was noted that the changes proposed to the Llangan and Ewenny wards would reduce the size of the 
current Llandow and Ewenny Ward by moving Ewenny to a revised St Bride’s Ward. Currently both wards are represented by one VOGC councillor. The proposal would increase the number to a total of three (one for the revised Llandow Ward, two for the St Bride’s Ward).


It was proposed by Cllr Lewis that the Community Council should:

· support the Commission’s recommendation to increase the number of councillors representing these communities from two to three

· support the Commission’s decision to include the community of St Donat’s within the St Bride’s Major ward, to better reflects local ties

· note its concerns relating to the boundaries of the proposed Llandow and St Bride’s Major wards, due to the fact it will result in the splitting of established and long held community ties

propose that the existing Llandow/Ewenny and St Bride’s Major wards be combined, along with the community of St Donat’s, to create a new three-member ward, called Western Vale, reflecting the historical rural and community links in the area
This was seconded by Cllr Morris and agreed by all.
Action Point: Clerk to write to the Boundary Commission confirming the Community Council’s observations/proposals

13. To consider any planning matters

The Clerk advised the Community Council that there was one planning matters that required the Community Council’s attention:
Planning Application No. 2020/00996/FUL (CR)

Location: Glan Ynys, Colwinston 

Proposal: A new single storey detached outbuilding to include a utility room/home office/exercise room/WC
The Community Council raised no objection to the application.
