2. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest

3. Public Session
One members of the public joined the meeting via Zoom and observed throughout.

4. To receive the minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 22nd September 2020
It was proposed by Cllr Hadley to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Morris and agreed by all. 

The Chairman confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person
5. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There was one matter arising:
· Agenda Item 6, August 2020: The Clerk advised members that the Police had clarified that civil offences were not included in the crime reports received by the Community Council.
· Agenda Item 12, August 2020: The Clerk confirmed that the Community Council’s agreed response to The Local Democracy and Boundary Commission for Wales’s, ‘First stage review of the Vale of Glamorgan’ consultation report had been submitted.
6. To consider Police matters

The Clerk noted that the Police report recorded no crimes between 24th August and the date of this meeting. 
7. To consider Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) matters
The Community Council thanked Cllr Cave for her monthly report and noted its content. 
8. The Old Ford project

The main points of progress since the last meeting included:
· the contractors have been appointed to carry out the works to the well and the bridge (the well works will start imminently; the bridge in late-November)

· the plaques have been ordered and the Community Council’s Mayoral Grant application for £250 towards the plaques was successful

· additional works relating to the Michaelmas Well boundary wall and gulley have commenced
· volunteers continue to come forward offering to assist with the project

· grants received to date to support the project equal £2,350, which will offset the projected expenditure in 2020/21 of £8,245

· legal work in respect of the transfer of the Old Ford site to the Community Council will commence shortly
9. Review of progress with other current projects 
The main points of progress since the last meeting included:
· St. David’s School redevelopment: the relocation of the electricity substation is to be the subject of a ‘site meeting’ via Zoom to be attended by the Community Council, the VOGC, Cllr Cave, Alun Cairns MP, and Western Power
· Heol Cae Pwll: the Community Council has requested the assistance of Cllr Cave in respect of residents’ concerns in respect of the discharge of the planning conditions on the estate. Cllr Cave explained that she had contacted the VOGC, and was still awaiting a reply
· The Vines: the Community Council was still awaiting contact from Welsh Water regarding the outstanding adoption issues
· broadband project: Cllr Hadley is still awaiting the revised quotation from Open Reach
· Sycamore Tree Inn defibrillator: Cllrs Lloyd and Wilson have agreed to carry out the required weekly checks on the defibrillator
· Village Hall defibrillator: to be ordered this week 
· street lighting distribution box case, A48 end of Twmpath Lane: work has commenced on its replacement, but is not yet complete
· Footpath outside Old School House: The Community Council noted its disappointment with the VOGC’s decision not to take action to relay the path. The Community Council considered the path to be of questionable quality, but reluctantly decided it could not take on the responsibility for it, which rests with the VOGC

· Grass cutting of public areas by VOGC: the Community Council noted its satisfaction with the grass-cutting service caried out by VOGC during the current cutting-season, and will continue to monitor it
10. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.
It was noted that the Community Council could nominate a deputy representative to attend the VOGC’s Community Liaison Committee. It was proposed by Cllr Lloyd that Cllr Morris should be appointed deputy representative. This was seconded by Cllr Wilson and agreed by all.

The Clerk noted that the Community Council’s funds as of 28th August 2020 = £22, 041.00. The cashbook reconciled to the bank statement as of that date. 
The Clerk outlined the payment requiring the Council’s approval at the meeting. It was proposed by Cllr Lloyd that the following payment should be approved:

The 


Community Council confirmed that it will pay for the bugler to play at 

the ceremony and Cllr Morris agreed to be Master of Ceremony.

Cllr Lewis proposed contacting Colwinston Radio to determine if it 


needed any further financial support in the light of the forthcoming 


second lockdown. This was seconded by Cllr Jones and agreed by all.
