MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD VIA ZOOM ON MONDAY 15TH MARCH 2021 AT 7:00PM

2. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest

Cllr Lloyd declared a personal interest in respect of Agenda Item 10: the obtaining of planters. 
3. Public Session
There were no members of the public in attendance.
4. To receive the minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 15th February 2021
It was proposed by Cllr Morris to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Jones and agreed by all. 

The Chairman confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person.
5. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were three matters arising:
· Agenda Item 7, February 2021: Cllr Cave confirmed that the VOGC had advised that they would not pay for the new village road sign and would not incorporate the name of the pub into the sign. The Members expressed their disappointment at this decision and their concerns for this local community business, particularly given the problems it had faced during the pandemic. The Community Council decided to persist with its lobbying on behalf of the Sycamore Tree Inn and will request that the VOGC include the review of policy relating to signage to support local community amenities be included on the agenda of the next Community Liaison Committee
Action Point: Clerk to write to VOGC
· Agenda Item 7, February 2021: VOGC Active Travel Draft Network map: the Clerk confirmed that he had written to the VOGC to express the Community Council’s disappointment that rural areas had been excluded from consultation in respect of the network.
· Agenda Item 14, February 2021: The Chair confirmed that the maintenance works to the Spinney Bank, Little Hill, Michaelmas Well and the Churchyard will be completed by 31st March 2021.
6. To consider Police matters

The Clerk advised members that no crimes had been reported to the Police since the date of the February OGM.
7. To consider Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) matters
The Community Council thanked Cllr Cave for her written reports and noted the contents.
Cllr Cave advised members that the VOGC has extended its lease on the Llandow Recycling Centre for a further twelve months, whilst its search for an alternative site continues. Cllr Cave briefed members on the VOGC’s efforts to secure a new site. 

8. Old Ford Project

The members noted the Clerk’s report of actions since the February 2021 
OGM, in particular

· Cllr Lloyd confirmed that following the welcome meeting on the 4th March 2021, the first site meeting with ten local volunteers took place on 21st March 2021 and a number of projects/actions were discussed. Finishing work around the Clapper Bridge and management of the dangerous or hazardous trees were seen as a priority. It was proposed by Cllr Lloyd that to facilitate future management of the woodland the Community Council should purchase a licence to fell trees. This was seconded by Cllr Morris and agreed by all.

· HM Land Registry has provided the promised advice and documentation in respect of the establishment of ownership. The Clerk and the Chair will now progress this matter, starting with the village green and then, if successful, tackling the Old Ford.

· In respect of liability insurance the VOGC requested revised instruction as to the Community Council’s requirements, which has been provided. The success of the site meeting heightens the need for clarity in respect of liability insurance as volunteers could soon be working on the site.
· Opportunities for grant funding were considered, notably in respect of the VOGC’s Stronger Communities Grant, which the Clerk will monitor.
· The Chair will obtain a quotation from the stonemason who completed the works to the bridge to provide a quadrant-shaped slabbed area to accommodate a bench, which is to be kindly donated by a member of the local community.
9. Review of progress with other current projects 
The main points of progress since the last meeting included:
· Western Power (WP) Substation: the Chair advised the members that following the recent meeting with WP, at which the public petition had been presented, WP had proposed moving the substation slightly closer to the curtilage of the school. The Chair noted that whilst this would not fully satisfy the Community Council’s proposals, it would allow the provision of a pedestrian footpath, thereby improving the health and safety of the school and villagers alike. 
Cllr Lloyd advised the Community Council that at the last School Governors’ meeting, she briefed the members on the proposed solution. Cllr Lloyd advised the Community Council that the proposal was rejected on the basis that any movement of the substation could put at risk the health and safety of the children.

Cllr Lloyd further advised members that the Colwinston Community Association, at its most recent meeting, had expressed its disappointment at the response of the School.

The Community Council shared the Community Association’s disappointment at the decision of the School Governors and the suggestion that the Community Council would put the children at risk.

The Community Council noted, however, that whilst it had always fully supported the development of the new school, it also had a duty to the wider local community which, on the basis of their decision, the school governors had not considered.
The Community Council, therefore, unanimously decided to write to the Diocesan Director of Statutory Education and the Bishop of Llandaff to express its concerns at the action taken by the school governors, which could jeopardise the efforts made, over many years, to rectify this issue.
The Chair brought members up to date in respect of his discussions and correspondence with the VOGC and the community’s political representatives. The proposed road scheme that is linked to the school has now been called-in by the Cabinet and the petition was presented to the VOGC’s full Council by Cllr Cave.

· Broadband Project: Cllr Hadley explained that the quotation from Open Reach is still awaited and expressed his continuing disappointment at the time being taken.
· Defibrillator: Cllr Lloyd has been assured that the new box will be fitted this week. Cllr Lloyd will check on progress.
· There had been no progress via VOGC in respect of Heol Cae Pwll or the reinstatement of the ‘coffin-style’ stile.
· It was agreed that an alternative painter should be approached to repaint the Village Green telephone box.
10. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.
The Clerk presented the quotations for the community planters. It was proposed by Cllr Roach that the lowest of the two tenders i.e. Lloyds at £500 plus VAT should be accepted. This was seconded by Cllr Jones and agreed by all.
The Clerk noted that the Community Council’s funds as of 8th March 2021 = £10,739.00, including the payments required below.
It was proposed by Cllr Jones that the following payment should be approved:
