2. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest
None.

3. St. David’s CIW: Update with Mrs. Ceri Hoffrock, Headteacher
The item was deferred due to the absence of Mrs. Hoffrock.
Action Point: Clerk to invite the school’s Headteacher to the January’s OGM
4. Public Session
One member of the public joined the meeting via Zoom and observed throughout.
5. To receive the minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 16th November 2020
It was proposed by Cllr Hadley to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Jones and agreed by all. 

The Chairman confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person.
6. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were two matters arising:
· Agenda Item 14.1, October 2020: The Clerk confirmed that Ewenny CC was still attempting arrange the visit to the digestate lagoon, Tair Croes. It was agreed that Cllrs Morris, Hadley, and Cave would attend.
· Agenda Item 17, November 20202: The VOGC has confirmed that the abandoned vehicle in the car park adjacent to the church is to be tackled and the appropriate notice served.
7. To consider Police matters

The Clerk noted that the Police report recorded no crimes between 16th November 2020 to date.
8. To consider Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) matters
The Community Council thanked Cllr Cave for her monthly report and noted its content. 
Cllr Cave is to arrange another meeting with Western Power, the Community Council and Alun Cairns MP in an attempt to resolve the relocation of the substation. The Community Council is satisfied that that the substation should never have been located on its present site due to an oversight by the VOGC. The Community Council remains concerned that no written appraisal of safe walking routes to the school was carried out as required and, if it had been so, the substation issue would never have arisen The Community Council has made it cleat to those responsible that the redevelopment of the school presents an ideal opportunity to resolve these matters and that Section 106 funds could be used to cover the costs.
It was agreed that the Community Council should explore ways of publicising the risk to the children of the school presented by the location of the substation and the reluctance of those responsible to remedy the situation.

The Chair advised the Community Council that former chair, Mr Peter Graham-Wollard, has offered to personally fund the restoration of the ancient mounting block located in the village. The Community Council thanked Mr Graham-Woollard for his generous offer, which was accepted.
Cllr Cave confirmed that the VOGC are willing to consider relocating the brown tourist information sign outside the Sycamore Tree Inn to assist the pub’s business.

Action Points

· Clerk to invite the school’s Headteacher to the January 2021 OGM
· The Chair to discuss the relocation of the sign with the Sycamore Tree Inn’s landlord

· The resident of the adjacent house to be informed of the work to the mounting block

9. The Old Ford project

The main points of progress since the last meeting included:
· the first and second phases of the works to the bridge have been completed

· the plaque has been installed on the well, with the bridge plaque to be installed in the New Year
· the Coed Cymru report on the management of the woodland on the site has been received and Cllr Lloyd was thanked for her efforts in arranging the survey and report. The report clearly demonstrated the site’s potential.
· the grant of £2,100 and the Mayoral Grant of £250 have been claimed
· Cllr Morris has continued to explore further grant opportunities, which are being hampered by the issue of site-ownership
· there has been little progress with the deed of transfer of the Old Ford site. The Chair and Clerk have continued attempts to clarify matters with the VOGC. Essentially, unless either the VOGC or Colwinston CC can verify ownership of the site, the transfer will be difficult to complete. Acquiring evidence of ownership from the records of the former parish is one possible solution

· the Community Council’s insurers have agreed to provide liability insurance as part of the current policy until the transfer of land takes place
It was proposed by the Chair that the Community Council should form a sub-committee to take the project forward, to include residents who have volunteered to take part in the project. This was seconded by Cllr Lloyd and agreed by all.
Action Points: 
· The Clerk to contact One Voice Wales and HM Land Registry to determine if alternative routes to acquire the site exist, and the Clerk explore liability insurance of the bridge 

· Cllr Lloyd to Chair the Old Ford Sub-Committee and contact the residents who have volunteered to assist with the woodland 
10. Review of progress with other current projects 
The main points of progress since the last meeting included:
· Sycamore Tree Inn defibrillator: Cllr Lloyd has met with Welsh Hearts and the check of the defibrillator has been completed
Action Point: Cllr Lloyd will contact the electrician and arrange the installation of the defibrillator’s new heated box
· Village Green telephone box re-painting: the work had yet to commence
Action Point: Clerk to contact the painter and arrange a start date
· The Vines: the Chair has maintained contact with Persimmon, who confirm works on site to commence in 2021

The Chair proposed a new project arising out of the difficulties in identifying 
ownership of the Old Ford Site. The Community Council has owned, for many 
years, the Little Hill, and Village Green sites, which it has maintained and 
improved for the benefit of the community. The Community Council does not, 
however, retain the title deeds.


It was, therefore, proposed by the Chair, that the Community Council, should 
secure the deeds and place them, together with the Community Council’s 
other records, in the Glamorgan Archive. This was seconded by Cllr Morris 
and agreed by all.


Action Point: Clerk to contact VOGC regarding title deeds and 
Glamorgan Archive (upon its re-opening following lockdown)

11. Website review
Mr Morgan briefed the Community Council on the predicament currently facing the Colwinston Village Community website, which would cease to be supported by its current host in May 2021.   
The Chair explained that the Community Council would be willing to share its current website with the village association if this would be helpful and is feasible.

It was agreed that Cllr Hadley and Mr Morgan would meet to consider if the sharing proposal could be achieved.
12. Vale of Glamorgan Draft Corporate Plan 2020-25
The members noted the contents of the Plan but decided not to comment.

13. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.
The Clerk noted that the Community Council’s funds as of 21st December 2020 = £15,022.35. The cashbook reconciled to the bank statement as of that date. The balance takes account of the payment requiring approval below.

The Clerk outlined the payment requiring the Council’s approval at the meeting. 
It was proposed by Cllr Lloyd that the following payment should be approved:
