MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD VIA ZOOM ON MONDAY 15TH FEBRUARY 2021 AT 7:00PM

2. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest
None.
3. Public Session
There were no members of the public in attendance.
4. To receive the minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 15th February 2021
It was proposed by Cllr Jones to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Wilson and agreed by all. 

The Chairman confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person.
5. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were three matters arising:
· Agenda Item 10, January 2021: The Clerk confirmed that the VOGC had been advised that there would be no increase to the Precept in 2021/22
· Agenda Item 18, January 2021: The Clerk will arrange the quotations for the flower planters prior to the March 2021 meeting
· Agenda Item 17, November 2020: The VOGC has again contacted the VOGC requesting service of notice on the abandoned vehicle in the car park adjacent to the church as agreed
6. To consider Police matters

The Clerk noted that no Police report had been received.
7. To consider Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) matters
The Community Council thanked Cllr Cave for her written reports and noted the contents.
Cllr Cave briefed members on the following:
· The VOGC has proposed a new village sign from the A48 incorporating a ‘knife and fork’ symbol to signify the presence of the pub in the village. The cost is £2,200 and must be paid for by the pub. The members expressed their disappointment that the pub’s name could not be included on the sign and that the pub should be asked to pay when it has been unable to trade for the best part of the year. The VOGC’s decision is based upon a policy which is now out of date
Action Point: Cllr Cave to contact the VOGC and propose the sign should include the pub’s name and be installed at the VOGC’s cost

· The VOGC conservation officer will be visiting the village to inspect the mounting block and its proposed restoration

· The VOGC is to contact the landowner to establish why the coffin type stile has not been replaced as agreed
· VOGC Active Travel Draft Network map: Cllr Cave briefed members and expressed her disappointment that rural areas had been excluded from consultation in respect of the network. The members’ shared Cllr Cave’s disappointment

Action Point: Clerk to write to VOGC expressing the Community Council’s dismay at the exclusion of rural areas from the consultation
8. Old Ford Project

The members noted the Clerk’s report of actions since the January 2021 
OGM, in particular

· Deed of land transfer: the VOGC has confirmed that they have no record of the Old Ford site (including Michaelmas Well) that helps to confirm that Colwinston CC own the land. However, research via the Glamorgan Archive continues, and the Chair and Clerk are currently exploring options to establish ownership via HM Land Registry. Cllr Cave suggested contacting Ewenny CC to establish how the baptismal well is insured as this may be helpful.
Action Point: Clerk to contact Ewenny CC

· Natural Resources Wales have been written to regarding the draining of the well for maintenance
· It has been established that it may be possible to insure the bridge and well as “insurable interests”. The Community Council requires legal confirmation of this status, which the Community Council is currently seeking via the VOGC’s legal team
· The Chair, Cllr Lloyd and the Clerk are to meet later to agree the agenda for the ‘welcome’ meeting for the residents who have expressed an interest in the project
Action Point: arrange meeting and agenda

9. Review of progress with other current projects 
The main points of progress since the last meeting included:
· Western Power Substation: the petition has been designed and launched and 83 people have signed it since Saturday. The Chair is to meet Western Power, with Cllr Cave, on 5th March 2021
· Broadband Project: Cllr Hadley explained that the quotation from Open Reach is still awaited and expressed his disappointment at the time being taken
· Defibrillator: Cllr Lloyd has been assured that the new box will be fitted imminently. Cllr Lloyd will check on progress
10. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.
The Clerk noted that the Community Council’s funds as of 8th February 2021 = £10,769.00, including the payments required below.
The Clerk outlined the payment requiring the Council’s approval at the meeting.

The Chair noted that during the recent flooding and subsequent clearance of the blocking of the Clapper Bridge arches the wooden supports installed by the stonemason had been washed away.

Action Point: Clerk to contact the stonemason as a precaution
