2. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest

3. Public Session
There were no issues raised.
4. To receive the minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 15th March 2021
It was proposed by Cllr Hadley to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Morris and agreed by all. 

The Chairman confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person.
5. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There was one matter arising:
· Agenda Item 7, February 2021: The Clerk confirmed that the request for the issue of brown tourist information signage to be considered by the Community Liaison Committee had been submitted to the VOGC. The next meeting of the aforementioned Committee is in July. 
6. To consider Police matters

The Clerk advised members that no Police report had been received for this meeting.
7. To consider Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) matters
The Community Council thanked Cllr Cave for her written reports and noted the contents.
8. Old Ford Project

The members noted progress since the March 2021 OGM, in particular:
· Quotes were obtained by the Chair in respect of the works to the bridge area and well, to include the location of the bench to be donated by a local resident, at a cost of £13,741. The works will be dependent upon the Community Council securing grant funding during 2021/22.
· Importantly the Community Council’s insurers have confirmed that the Community Council’s policy will cover third party liabilities in respect of the public and volunteers, subject to the Community Council carrying out appropriate risk assessments and erecting advisory signage cautioning care.
· A Mayoral Grant application for £250 has been submitted to the VOGC to pay in part for equipment for the volunteers e.g. high-viz jackets.
· The work by volunteers has continued and is progressing well.
· The Clerk has contacted Natural Resources Wales and requested permission to drain the well to facilitate its repair.
· The Lottery Heritage Fund has been identified as a potential source of funding for the project.
· Coed Cymru are to identify the trees on site that need to be removed – the value of the timber produced needs to be established.
Action Points:
· Cllr Hadley and Cllr Morris to prepare a risk assessment form for volunteers and staff

· Clerk to include grant funding on the agenda for the next OGM
· Clerk to attempt to establish ownership on the east side of the road adjacent to the Old Ford Site
9. Review of progress with other current projects 
The main points of progress since the last meeting included:
· Western Power (WP) Substation: The Clerk has submitted a Freedom of Information request to St. David’s School in respect of the substation as requested and written to and discussed the issue with the Director of Education for the Diocese. 
The Chair advised the Community Council that he had recently met with Western Power and Jane Hutt MS. Western Power’s relocation proposals are awaited. The VOGC has confirmed that, whilst Section 106 funds cannot be used to fund the relocation of the substation, officers will continue to work with the Community Council to seek a resolution. Alun Cairns MP is exploring if Western Power are willing to commit funding for this purpose and Jane Hutt MS will make enquires of the Welsh Government.
· Broadband Project: Cllr Hadley explained that after many months Open Reach has contacted him and confirmed they are “working on a quotation”. However, he noted that progress has been slow, and the Community Council has had such assurances in the past.  
Cllr Hadley confirmed more positive progress in respect of his project to improve mobile phone reception in the village, with St David’s School amenable to assisting with the location of the mast.
· The repainting of the Village Green telephone box has commenced.
· The Vines: The Chair confirmed that Persimmon have now requested quotes from contractors to carry out the work required to resolve this matter.
· War Memorial: the Clerk advised members that the Community Council was unsuccessful in its attempt to secure grant funding for the regilding of the memorial. However, the Community Council has established a link with the VOGC’s Armed Forces Liaison Officer who will advise when other grants become available. The Clerk has also formally registered the War Memorial.
10. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.
The Clerk noted that the Community Council’s funds as of 12th April 2021 = £11,497.76, including the payments proposed at the meeting.
