2. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest

None.
3. Public Session
There were no members of the public present.
4. To receive the minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 17th May 2021
It was proposed by Cllr Jones to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Hadley and agreed by all. 

The Chair confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person.
5. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There was one matter arising:

· Agenda Item 10. May 2021: The Bishop of Llandaff had written to the Community Council to confirm that the Diocesan Director of Statutory Education was looking into the issue of the school and substation and would respond shortly.
6. To consider Police matters

The Clerk advised members that no crimes had been reported to the Police since the May meeting and Police surgeries would be recommencing following the easing of lockdown requirements.
7. To consider Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) matters
The Council thanked Cllr Cave for her written reports and noted the contents.
It was noted that the materials specification for the mounting block, Village Farm had not been received and that there has been no progress in respect of the reinstatement of the coffin stile.

Action Point: Cllr Cave to check developments with VOGC
Heol Cae Pwll affordable housing: it was noted that when the housing was originally developed a local lettings scheme had been put in place, but that it would appear if lettings were now taking place via the main Homes 4U scheme that applies to the whole of the VOG. 

Action Point: Clerk to clarify lettings policy with VOGC
A new supply of food recycling bags is available for the village. A local collection point is required.

Action Point: Cllr Lewis to check if the Sycamore Tree Inn could be used as a collection point

Cllr Cave advised members that signs to deter fly tipping are available from the VOGC, which are linked to a mobile camera initiative. The members decided to ask the VOGC to erect signs on the Crack Hill to village road, and the Twmpath track to the NE of the A48.

Action Point: Clerk to contact VOGC.
8. Old Ford Project

The members noted progress since the May 2021 OGM, in particular:
.
· Initial eligibility for a Stronger Communities Grant has been confirmed, and the full application must be submitted by 20th July 2021. The Community Council agreed that to support the grant funding, should the application be successful, the Community Council will set an annual budget for the project as part of its ongoing commitment to the project
· The Adverse Possession application is making good progress, with a view to submitting the claim to HM Land Registry in July 2021.
· Cllr Hadley briefed members on the attempt to drain and subsequent refilling of the well.
· Cllr Lloyd brought members up to date with on site progress and the contributions of the community volunteers.
· The VOGC has confirmed that it does not own the western verge of the Old Ford site and is willing to permit the Community Council to manage the eastern verge adjacent to the Clapper Bridge. It was proposed by Cllr Lloyd that the Community Council should confirm its readiness, in principle, to take on the management of the eastern verge. This was seconded by Cllr Hadley and agreed by all.
· Cllr Lewis outlined the work carried out by Josh Edwards Contractor to lay a pipeline from the spring to create a pond linked to the stream. 
· Cllr Lewis confirmed that a contractor has been appointed to carry out some levelling and spraying work on the triangular area.

· Three willow trees are to be purchased by the Community Council for the area to mark the Queen’s Jubilee.

· The signs ordered for the project should be delivered this week.

· The Clerk confirmed that first quarter 2021/22 spend on the project equalled £1,038.
Action Points:
· Cllr Lewis and Clerk to draft an application for the Stronger Communities Grant
· Cllr Lewis and Clerk to complete the Adverse Possession application and submit to HM Land Registry
9. Review of progress with other current projects 
The main points of progress since the last meeting included:
· Western Power (WP) Substation: The Chair confirmed that he is to meet with the VOGC and Cllr Cave on site in July 2021 in a further attempt to resolve this matter.
· St David’s School redevelopment: the Community Council confirmed that the bus lane, seemingly being considered for the school, was not at its instigation.
· Defibrillator: Cllr Lloyd confirmed that the new heated defibrillator box has been fitted today at the Sycamore Tree Inn.
· Regilding of the War Memorial: Cllr Jones will attempt to contact a monumental mason to arrange the work.
10. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.
The Clerk noted that the Community Council’s funds as of 1st June 2021 = £13,751.04. The Cashbook reconciled to the Community Council’s statement as of that date.
