MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD AT COLWINSTON VILLAGE HALL ON MONDAY 16TH AUGUST 2021 AT 7:00PM

2. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest

3. Public Session
The Community Council and members of the public discussed the recent events in the village relating to the proposed highway works adjacent to St. David’s School and the stand-off between villages and officers of the VOGC between the 8th to the 10th August. The Community Council thanked the residents who had opposed the clearing of the trees and the works planned for the edge of the village green site. It was noted as follows:
· That the Community Council and Cllr Cave, contrary to the statements of VOGC officers, had never supported the proposed works to the highway. The Community Council’s view has consistently been that the proposed pavement and drop-off zone should be on the eastern side of the road to enhance pedestrian and highway safety, particularly in respect of the children attending the school. This should be enabled by the relocation of the Western Power sub-station, if required, which should never have been sited at its current location. The changes to be made to the village green were unnecessary.
· That according to HM Land Registry records the village green site was owned by the VOGC and not by the village of Colwinston.

· The agreed written confirmation of the action the VOGC may, or may not take, following the aforementioned meeting, has not been received to date.

Action points:

· The Clerk to request from the HM Land Registry the documents that resulted in the transfer of ownership of the village green from the community to VOGC.
· The Clerk to write to the Managing Director of the VOGC requesting that he attend the proposed future site meeting in September 2021 to see the issues at stake firsthand.
4. To receive the minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 30th June 2021
It was proposed by Cllr Morris to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Wilson and agreed by all. 

The Chair signed the minutes.
5. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were six matters arising:
· Agenda Item 7: June 2021: It was noted that the materials specification for the mounting block, Village Farm has been received. The Chair will confirm if the offer by a local resident to pay for the work still applies.

· Agenda Item 7: June 2021: The Sycamore Tree Inn had confirmed that it was happy to act as a collection point for the new supply of food waste recycling bags.

· Agenda Item 7: June 2021: Due to the Clerk’s absence from work, the VOGC had not been contacted to request the ‘no fly tipping’ signs. The Clerk will contact the VOGC.
· Agenda Item 7: June 2021: Heol Cae Pwll affordable housing: it was noted that a local lettings scheme did apply to the homes, which gives priority to local Colwinston residents providing they are in housing need for the type/size of the accommodation; if this was not the case vacancies would be allocated via the main Homes 4U scheme that applies to the whole of the VOG. 
· Agenda Item 13: June 2021: The Chair confirmed that he had written to the vicar of Colwinston Church to thank him for his service to the community upon his retirement.
· Agenda Item 13: June 2021: Due to the Clerk’s absence from work the quotes for the re-varnishing of the village noticeboard had not taken place. The Clerk will arrange.
6. To consider Police matters

The Clerk advised members that no crimes had been reported to the Police since the June meeting of the Community Council.
7. To consider Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) matters
The Council thanked Cllr Cave for her written reports and noted the contents.
Cllr Cave advised the Community Council that a shortage of drivers, in the UK generally, could result in a suspension of the green waste collection service by the VOGC. More details will be made available as they emerge.
8. Old Ford Project

The members noted progress since the June 2021 OGM, in particular:
· On site activity has continued and good progress has been made.
· The Stronger Communities Grant was completed by the Chair and submitted in accordance with 20th July 2021 deadline. The meeting to consider applications and the award of grants will take place on 25th August 2021.
· In collaboration with the Chair, the Clerk has submitted the Community Council’s Adverse Possession application in respect of the Old Ford Site to HM Land Registry.
· The Project Group met in July 2021 and has proposed to the Community Council the formation of an independent group, Colwinston Old Ford Project Group (COFP), that will lead the project, with representation on the group of Colwinston Community Council. It was proposed by Cllr Morris that the Community Council should support the formation of the COFP, and that Cllr Lloyd should be the Community Council’s representative on the group, with Cllr Lewis acting as reserve representative. This was seconded by Cllr Hadly and agreed by all.
· There will be a pause to onsite activity during August as this is an active time of year wildlife and the flora and fauna.
9. Review of progress with other current projects 
The main points of progress since the last meeting included:
· Regilding of the War Memorial: Cllr Jones will attempt to contact a monumental mason to arrange the work.
· The Vines: site works to remedy the drainage problems have commenced and will take a few weeks to complete.
· Little Hill title deeds: the ‘Deed of Easement’ has been located via the original solicitors and a copy has been requested.
· Village Green title deeds: a formal application claiming ownership by Colwinston Community Council has now been submitted to the HM Land Registry.
· Llandow Recycling Centre: there has been no progress. The Community Council expressed their increasing concern at the poor quality of this facility and the inherent health and safety risks.
· Broadband project: Cllr Hadley reported that we have received the final quote from Openreach of £172,000. The scheme is considered viable by OR and has been passed to HMG. We now need to obtain details from all villagers who are interested in being connected directly to the fibre optic system. We will forward the list to OR and they in turn will pass our details to HMG who will send the virtual vouchers to each villager. They will then be sent to OR for them to claim the cost of the installation. We need at least 130 people to sign up.

· Mobile phones - the company in Cambridge has requested a licence from HMG for the school to be able to transmit signals. The school Head, Mrs Hoffrock, is aware and approves.

10. Welsh Government 20MPH consultation
The Community Council considered the Welsh Government’s proposals, which essentially apply to all residential areas. The Community Council decided to support the proposals to enhance road safety but requested that within designated ‘school zones’ the speed limit should be reduced to 10 MPH.

Action Point: Clerk to respond to Welsh Government.

11. Colwinston Radio

The Community Council considered an update on the radio’s financial position. It was proposed by Cllr Jones that the Community Council should continue its support for the community facility by contributing to its running costs of £507. This was seconded by Cllr Roach and agreed by all.

12. Banking arrangements review

The Community Council considered its current banking arrangements, which are focussed upon a cheque-based account and approval of payments by the Community Council and two authorised signatories. The Community Council considered the benefits and efficiencies that a move to online digital banking could produce. It was decided that this option should be explored by the Clerk and Treasurer providing the dual authorisation element of the current system could be preserved.
Action Point: Clerk and Treasurer to assess options and report back to the Community Council.

13. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.
The Clerk noted that the Community Council’s funds as of 30th June 2021 = £12, 710.84. The Cashbook reconciled to the Community Council’s statement as of that date. The quarterly reconciliation papers will be sent to Cllr Morris following the meeting. The first quarter management accounts and quarterly review will be included as part of the September agenda.
It was proposed by Cllr Roach that the following payment should be approved:
