MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD AT COLWINSTON VILLAGE HALL ON MONDAY 20TH SEPTEMBER 2021 AT 7:00PM

2. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest

3. Public Session
The Community Council and members of the public discussed the recent events in the village relating to the proposed highway works adjacent to St. David’s School. The Chair detailed the visit of the VOGC’s Managing Director and Director of Environment and Housing. The MD agreed to review with his team the proposed road layout, the sprinkler tank, Heol Cae Pwll, and the potential light pollution of Beech Park.
The Community Council thanked the VOGC’s senior team for their attendance and awaited their response.

One of the members of the public left the meeting.
4. To receive the minutes of the Ordinary meeting held on 20th September 2021
It was proposed by Cllr Jones that the minutes of the OGM should be accepted as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Hadley and agreed by all. 

The Chair signed the minutes.
5. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were three matters arising:
· Agenda Item 7: June 2021: It was noted that the materials specification for the mounting block, Village Farm has been received. The Chair will confirm if the offer by a local resident to pay for the work still applies.

· Agenda Item 7: June 2021: The Clerk confirmed that the request for ‘no fly tipping’ signs had been sent to the VOGC.
· Agenda Item 13: June 2021: The Clerk has arranged the re-varnishing of the village noticeboard.
6. To consider Police matters

The Clerk advised members that no crimes had been reported to the Police since the August meeting of the Community Council.
7. To consider Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) matters
This item was deferred until the next meeting.
8. Old Ford Project

The members noted progress since the August 2021 OGM, in particular:
· The survey of the trees on the site has been arranged with Coed Cymru.

· Three weed spraying treatments have been completed.

· The outcome of the Stronger Communities Grant is awaited and expected in October 2021.

· The Project Group will meet next in early October 2021.

9. Review of progress with other current projects 
The main points of progress since the last meeting included:
· Regilding of the War Memorial: arrangements have been made for a stone mason to inspect the works required.
· The Vines: the site works are complete, and Persimmon now require Welsh Water to adopt the pipe.
· Little Hill title deeds: the ‘Deed of Easement’ has been received. The Community Council will now commence the registration process with HM Land Registry.
Action Point: Clerk to commence process.
· Broadband project: Cllr Hadley reported that to date 70 residents have signed up for the project, but 130 are required before Open Reach will proceed. The Community Council will make renewed attempts to encourage residents to sign up and emphasised that the increased speed would enhance the service to the whole village and would be at no cost to residents, who can also remain with their current internet provider.
· Defibrillator: following the installation of the new box the defibrillator is now up and running and our ‘guardians’ will commence their weekly checks.
· Online digital banking: Cllr Morris confirmed that our bankers can provide a dual authorisation digital account for the Community Council. The Community Council asked Cllr Morris to prepare a proposal for consideration.
10. Management Accounts Period 1 2021/22

The Clerk explained that due to the missed meeting in July, the accounts have been prepared up to 27th August 2021 – there seemed little point devising an account for the end of June, when over two subsequent months have elapsed. The Accounts will be brought back into line at the end of Quarter 2 with the bank reconciliation.
The accounts show a surplus of £5,083 for the period. This is mainly accounted for by the receipt of the second precept payment, offset in turn by the payment of the Clerk’s salary for Quarter 4 of the previous financial year. Set aside these payments and the accounts show a surplus of £1,368 for the period.
The Community Council’s overall position remains positive, with a total surplus of £15,379.00.
It was proposed by Cllr Hadley that the accounts should be accepted. This was seconded by Cllr Morris and agreed by all.
11. Community Speedwatch
The Community Council noted the scheme and emphasised their support for both it and residents who may wish to organise such a scheme.
12. Welsh Government consultation: ‘Eligible Community Councils (General Power of Competence) (Qualifications of Clerks) (Wales) Regulations 2021’
It was proposed by Cllr Morris that whilst the initiative should be supported, careful thought needed to be given to the time involved, given the limited hours worked by Clerks for small community councils, and the cost of the qualification. The qualifications may well be better suited to larger community councils. This was seconded by Cllr Hadley and agreed by all.

13. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.
The Clerk noted that the Community Council’s funds as of 30th June 2021 = £12, 710.84. The Cashbook reconciled to the Community Council’s statement as of that date. The quarterly reconciliation papers were sent to Cllr Morris for his scrutiny and duly approved.
