MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD AT COLWINSTON VILLAGE HALL ON MONDAY 25TH 0CT0BER 2021 AT 7:00PM

2. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest

None.
3. Public Session
The Clerk confirmed the Community Council’s internal and external audit arrangements at the request of the member of the public, which have been complied with.
4. To receive the minutes of the Ordinary General meeting held on 20th September 2021
It was proposed by Cllr Morris that the minutes of the OGM should be accepted as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Jones and agreed by all. 

The Chair signed the minutes.
5. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were three matters arising:
· Agenda Item 7: June 2021: The Chair confirmed that the replacement of the mounting block, Village Farm will be paid for via a contribution from a local resident and extended the Community Council’s thanks.

· Agenda Item 7: June 2021: The Clerk will clarify progress with the ‘no fly tipping’ signs request sent to the VOGC.
· Agenda Item 13: June 2021: The Clerk will clarify progress with the re-varnishing of the village noticeboard.
6. To consider Police matters

The Clerk advised members that one crime, a domestic incident, had been reported to the Police since the September meeting of the Community Council.
7. To consider Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) matters
This item was deferred until the next meeting.
8. Old Ford Project

The members noted progress since the September 2021 OGM, in particular:
· The Stronger Communities Grant application submitted to the VOGC had been successful. A grant of £20,383.86 had been approved, subject to a match funding contribution of £5,383.86 and £5,000 per year for five years budget commitment from the Community Council. The Clerk outlined the grant’s terms and conditions, notably in respect of the procurement rules that apply. 
· The survey of the trees on the site has identified several trees that must be removed for health and safety reasons as they represent a threat to the highway. The Community Council instructed the Clerk to write to the VOGC requesting that they take action to remedy this matter.
· The current progress on site and the issues in respect of installing the pond liner.
9. Review of progress with other current projects 
The main points of progress since the last meeting included:
· Regilding of the War Memorial: despite arrangements being made for a stone mason to inspect the works required, it has not proved possible to agree the necessary site visit. The Community Council will put out a request via Facebook to determine if any local residents can assist.
· Broadband project: Cllr Hadley reported that to date 113 residents have signed up for the project, nearing the 130 required before Open Reach will proceed. The Community Council will continue attempts to encourage residents to sign up, via the forthcoming village newsletter, and emphasise that the increased speed would enhance the service to the whole village and would be at no cost to residents, who can also remain with their current internet provider.
· Online digital banking: Cllr Morris confirmed that our bankers can provide a dual authorisation digital account for the Community Council but that making arrangements with them is proving difficult. 
· Llandow tip: Cllr Jones outlined the content of a response received from the VOGC who have confirmed that funding of £1.9m is in place to replace the facility by 2023. The VOGC noted that the current site is “unacceptable” but its condition and that of the road is not within their control.
· A48 brown information signs –Sycamore Tree Inn: Cllr Morris confirmed that a special Community Liaison meeting is to be convened by the VOGC to review its ‘brown’ signage policy.
10. Management Accounts Quarter 2 2021/22

The Clerk advised members that the end of Quarter 2, the accounts are in surplus by £3,259, although this includes two of the three instalment payments of the Precept. If the total Precept for 2021/22 is apportioned over the year, the surplus falls to £1,155.50. The accumulated surplus as of 31st March 2021 has, at this point of the year, increased to £11,41.50

The Community Council’s overall position remains positive.
It was proposed by Cllr Morris that the accounts should be accepted. This was seconded by Cllr Jones and agreed by all.
11. Budget Review 2021/2022
The Clerk advised members that at a previous meeting the Community Council had agreed to create a budget of £5,000 for the Old Ford Project – now a requirement following the approval of the Stronger Communities Grant. The Clerk explained that at the end of Quarter 2, the Community Council has spent £1,248.00 on the project. Therefore, the budget adjustment required for the next six-months is £3,752.00, which requires adjustments to other budgets. 
The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report. It was proposed by Cllr Morris that the Old Ford Project should be created by adjusting the following budgets:
