MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD AT COLWINSTON VILLAGE HALL AND VIA ZOOM ON TUESDAY 17TH JANUARY 2022 AT 7:00PM 
1. Attendance

2. Disclosure and confirmation of Declarations of Interest

None.
3. Public Session
A member of the public queried why the car park at St. David’s School was not yet open. The Chair advised that he believed that this was because it had not been handed over by the contractor as issues relating to lighting and surface water runoff were still being addressed. 

The Chair noted that private laybys in the vicinity of the school are being used by parents as parking and drop-off areas for children.

Action Point: Clerk to write to St. David’s School and request that this stops.

4. To receive the minutes of the Ordinary General meeting held on 20th December 2021
It was proposed by Cllr Morris that the minutes of the OGM should be accepted as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Wilson and agreed by all. 

The Chair will sign the minutes at the Community Council’s next meeting as a copy was not available.
5. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were four matters arising:
· Agenda Item 7: June 2021: The Clerk confirmed that there was no update from the VOGC regarding the ‘no fly tipping’ signs following Cllr Cave’s intervention
· Agenda Item 13: June 2021: The Clerk confirmed the re-varnishing of the village noticeboard was now underway.
· Agenda Item 17: November 2021: The Council noted that a copy of the letter sent by the Diocese Education Office had been received.

· Agenda Item 17: November 2021: Planters and bench: the Clerk has requested the quotations. The consent of the Highways Department for placing two of the Planters by the Village road signs was also required.
6. To consider Police matters

The Clerk advised members that no reports of crime have been received from the Police since the January OGM, although the Community Council noted that a car had recently been stolen in the village.
7. To consider Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) matters
The Community Council thanked Cllr Cave for her report and noted its content.
Cllr Lewis confirmed that that re-configuration of the highway in relation to St. David’s School is scheduled to commence on 14th February 2022.
The Community Council confirmed that it would not be taking forward VOGC’s proposed village bench as it did not represent value for money. The Village Hall Committee were interested in assisting with this and are due to discuss the matter at their next meeting.
Cllr Cave confirmed that there are no plans to develop 5,000 homes in Llandow as previously reported.

8. Precept 2022/23 and Draft Budget 2022/23

The Community Council considered the Precept for 2022/23 in relation to its 
financial performance this year, it’s required budget for 2022/23, its financial 
risks and current UK inflation projections. It was noted that the Community 
Council had not increased the Precept since April 2019.

After careful consideration it was proposed by Cllr Morris that the Community 
Council should increase the Precept for 2022/23 to £15,100 from 1st April 
2022 from its current level of £13,100. This was seconded by Cllr Hadley and 
agreed by all.


Action Point: Clerk to advise the VOGC of the 2022/23 Precept.


The Clerk outlined his draft budget report, which emphasised the need for 
careful management of the Community Council’s finances as the full financial 
impact of the Old Ford project will be felt in 2022/23. A final draft will be 
presented to the Community Council at its February meeting now that the 
new Precept has been agreed.


The Community Council noted the Clerk’s budget report.
9. Old Ford Project

The members noted progress since the December 2021 OGM, in particular:
· Unsafe trees at Ty Draw Wood: The Clerk confirmed that the VOGC has agreed to the transfer of £3,050.00 from elsewhere in the Stronger Communities (SC) grant budget, to the existing ‘unsafe trees’ budget of £2,500.00 to enable the eight unsafe trees to be addressed. The contractor will, therefore, be instructed to commence the work. Cllr Lewis noted that this change to the grant’s budget will not result in other proposed work being omitted due to the progress made to date and the financial support of the project provided directly by the Community Council. The Tree Surgeon had requested a further site meeting as there were several trees not included in the Coed Cymru Report that needed attention soon.
· The Clerk outlined the SG grant claim requirements of VOGC and the need for the careful cashflow administration of the Community Council’s financial resources, particularly in 2022/23.
· Authorisation to commence stonemasonry works at the Clapper Bridge and Michaelmas Well from the SC grant team in accordance with the scheme’s requirements had been received.
Action Point: Clerk to appoint contractor and Cllr Lewis to meet contractor to discuss the timing of the work.
· The Chair is to arrange further onsite support from the Cardiff Conservation Volunteers.

· Arrangements in respect of the planting of the Willow trees, creating traditional laid hedges and the planting of wildflowers were discussed.

Action Point: Clerk to contact tree contractor to arrange quotation for planting of trees.
· The Agenda for the next meeting of the Project Group needs to be agreed and the meeting arranged.

· Action Point: Clerk to arrange Project Group meeting once agenda and date confirmed.
10. Review of progress with other current projects 
The main points of progress since the last meeting included:
· Digital banking: Cllr Morris confirmed that the new account is up and running and the dual authority to approve payments rests with him and Cllr Jones at present. Arrangements for the Clerk’s Responsible Finance Officer’s role also need to be agreed.
· The Clerk has contacted Grant Smith to ascertain whether he could place some paving stones to support the proposed planters once permission had been obtained from the Vale. A quotation is being arranged and the VOGC’s highway requirements has also been obtained.

· The Clerk confirmed that planning permission to take down the tree on Little Hill, which is suffering with ash die-back, and replace it with two Welsh Oaks has been arranged.
· Llandow Recycling Centre: Cllr Cave confirmed that the VOGC are now in negotiation to acquire a new site for this facility.
11. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature
The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.
The Clerk noted that the Community Council’s cash at bank as of 17th November 2021 = £11,886. The bank statement reconciles to the Community Council’s cashbook of that date.
