	Youth Issues

Paige reported on a number of issues:

a)  Fusion nights continue to run in Fortrose
b) The transitional programme for P7s entering the academy in August 2012 will take place at Easter at the academy to familiarise the participants with their new building and also have fun with the activities on offer.  A number of partners will run it, together with pupils and ex-pupils.
c) Easter programme around the Black Isle will include paintballing, cinema and a visit to Jimmy Chung’s.  Paige and Wanda wished to thank the council, Highland Council and the ward manager for their support and finance for the project.
d) Paige introduced Fraser Thomson who will be shadowing her with a view to developing the Youth Forum.  She also said that Fraser wanted to take over from Bob Clunas as youth representative on the council.  Members unanimously agreed to co-opt him as such.  Ronald welcomed him to his first meeting.

e) Paige reported that on a general note, she had received a number of complaints about the state of the graveyard which had upset several people in the community.  She singled out the lack of grass cutting and care and attention to the area.  David said that this was entirely the result of the recent spell of good weather.  The contractors hire the equipment for the season and normally cannot start at this time of year as the weather is usually not good enough, so nothing can be done until they get the equipment.  David said he would follow it up.

f) Anne made the point that there is no water available at the graveyard.

g) Anne asked Paige if she would speak to the youths from Fortrose Academy as a number of them were using the play equipment and, as they were older and larger, kicking the bark away and leaving swings wrapped around the top of the structure so others who came could not use them.  Although several had been seen and asked, it was still occurring.

He was interested to know if there was any visible police presence locally as he had concerns that Cromarty might be ‘forgotten’ by patrols unless they were attending a specific call.

	Stagecoach
Ronald introduced and welcomed Steve Walker, Managing Director, Stagecoach in the Highlands and invited him to brief members on the current situation. 
Mr Walker gave an overview of the situation since he arrived about 2 years ago and said the system was then in a sorry state.  He’d made a number of major changes in the past 18 months and there had been a considerable investment in the last six months.  He said that in January Stagecoach lost the schools contracts and this would enable him to focus on local services with the freed up buses.

Timetables were changed and a decision had to be made to loop the service through Jemimaville one way but back another or the hourly target could not have been met.

He felt that the reliability had improved and Stagecoach had won over more customers now and he said things should continue to improve.

Ronald raised the issue of speeding buses and gave examples, supported by Anne.  Mr Walker said there was no reason to speed now that the timetable had been changed.  He did say that they used a firm who supplied mystery travellers to follow up such complaints and would look into that option.  He encouraged the reporting of such incidents.

Ronald also outlined an issue of the morning bus apparently taking a different route to that advertised and possibly leaving passengers stranded.  Mr Walker said he’d not received any complaints of this, nor of Anne’s report of a recent bus not even turning up at Inverness.  Ronald confirmed these were consistent problems and Mr Walker said the buses all had a number of cameras on board to it is possible to watch the routes taken or specific actions of drivers and customers.

Ronald alluded to the complaints form system and said that to his knowledge it had not worked for Culbokie, an area which was made a number of promises which delivered nothing.  David said that this was not apparently the case and Mr Walker had delivered improvements in that area working with the council.
Mr Walker said it was important to have good communication with communities and the form system was a way of improving this and for him to understand the needs of communities.  He said he used his small team of 3 inspectors who had to cover the Highlands but relied on feedback as much.

A number of options for the Inverness/Cromarty route were raised and discussed, including the North Kessock stop which lengthened the journey and the lost opportunity of the Tore park and ride scheme which would have provided a transport interchange for Stagecoach and improved services all over the area.

David discussed the route out via Jemimaville and alternating the service so it came out one way and the next bus came out the other route.  Mr Walker said it is possible to change timetables subject to 10 weeks notice.  It was agreed Ronald and David would raise the issue with Resolis to see if there was an appetite for this.

Vivienne made the point that the vast majority of services were smooth, on time and had no problems but all people talked about was the issues when the service failed or something went wrong.
Ronald concluded by thanking Mr Walker for his attendance and frankness in answering the questions.  He said that there were things that the council and community could take and consider as a result and he would be in touch in due course.

(11.5) (Heating, Victoria Hall)  Anne said she is still exploring avenues of funding for the heating for the Fourways Club.
(12.3) (Tennis Club bank account)  The account has now been opened and the committee has made a request that the council transfer the money over from Dr Forth’s bequest so that it can demonstrate that funds are available when grants, etc are applied for.  Council agreed to transfer £20k now and the balance later.

(15.7) (Braehead and school) Ronald, Julie and David had met with the head teacher and others to discuss options for parking and safety measures.  The next stage is to await the school travel plan and as a short term measure more room has been made at the front to collect children.  Steps will be taken to discourage Braehead parking.  If changes are made to waiting limits, etc, then a local order will be required.

(16.9) (Oral history project) Vivienne said she would be happy to be the community council representative on any group set up.

	Highland Councillors’ reports

Craig reported on the flagstone at the top of the Paye by the Ladies’ Walk and how he was hoping to have it changed to a grid for the floodwater to go through.  He also said the gullies were still awaiting repair from the previous inspection.

David raised the recent attempt by the Forestry Commission to introduce car parking charges at Red Rock car park at Learnie.  The FC had agreed to hold the idea for now whilst it consulted locally and reconsidered its decision.

David also mentioned the Coastal Communities Fund (funded by revenue from the Crown Estates) which could be bid into by communities up to 2 miles from the coast.  The bid floor was £50k.  Vivienne said that she thought this could be a useful source of funding to improve the coast defences from Clunes House to the Sutor steps.  Jeremy said the next big storm could be telling as there was erosion in patches which could affect the path considerably.

Ronald agreed to approach John Porteous and see what the cost would be for an estimate of sea defences to be redone and also Phil Waite to see if he would come to a meeting and discuss the Core Path Network in this respect.

The meeting also decided to approach the community to see if someone wanted to be co-opted on to the council for a community project to improve the defences and bid into the fund in due course.  Jeremy will contact Kristina to put an advert on Cromarty Live website asking for a volunteer.
