Election Process

If there are more candidates than places for any Community 
Council after the close of nominations, an election by postal 
ballot will be held.  Voters will be able to choose a number of 
candidates up to the number of places available.

If the number of candidates is equals to or less than the 
number of places available, the candidates will be duly 
elected and a Community Council will be formed as 
from 10th October 2019.
