Campervan Site

Huge amount of progress getting all our ducks in a row:
working with Engineers to clarify what groundworks are
needed, having all the proper drawings, costings etc. etc.
etc. in hand. Hoping very soon to get tenders out for work
on site.



I know we've been saying this before, but there were a lot
of unexpected extra bits needed doing on the preparation

work.

Groundwork for the campsite

Julie Macrae (our Development Officer) has been visiting
other community-run campervan sites to learn the best
ways of doing this and delivering real community benefits
(such as job and income).

East Church Hall

The Development Trust registered a Community Interest
when the hall became vacant, as a way to make sure it
wasn't sold off or disposed of without community
involvement.

We have been having good discussions with Highland
Council (it is a Common Good asset, which they manage)
about the types of potential uses the building could have -
it must be a sustainable proposal in terms of how it is
funded and managed, used for community benefit, and it
would great if it could also bring in income and create
employment.

We have put in a request to the Highland Council
common Good to host a ‘doors open day’ one weekend,
ensuring everyone has a chance to visit and be remonded
— or find out! - what the building has to offer — before any
plans are made

There may be other potential community uses we don't
know of and there could be other organisations who could
run it - the Dev Trust is acting for the community here
and would love to hear about uses and users that could be
considered.

Thrift Shop

Rosemarie Hogg writes:

The Thrift shop finally opened its doors at the end of May,
after a 2-year covid hiatus and an ongoing battle with SEE
to connect us up to the grid. It took the Scottish



Government to intercede on our behalf to get the
electrical connection finally!

This year we decided to advertise our goods on facebook
and the Cromarty and Black Isle Sites, and the difference
that made was quite remarkable. Many Black Isle
residents hadn't known of our existence until that point,
so our footfall increased greatly.

We raised £5,601.86 this year and spent £41.95 on a new
clothing rack!

In the past week we were delighted to receive an
extremely generous donation of new goods from Judy in
the Emporium. She wanted to get rid of all her excess
goods and we accepted it with open arms. These goods
will be stored until Easter 2023, when we re-open for the
next season. We are extremely grateful to Judy for her
generosity and will be making a donation to the RNLI as
she requested. All the goods being sold will benefit the
community and stay in Cromarty. We also inherited some
of the Emporium's shelving units and a bookcase.
