Chairman’s Report:

Jack Murray read to his report. He is stepping down to concentrate on Dingwall Sub-Aqua club. 

Treasurer’s Report:

Travel Fund has received income of £1500 from the membership fees. The Annual awards night was relatively inexpensive. The expenses for it were £373.04  and of that £150 went on awards for junior athletes. Our major grant funding from Highland Council has seen a 3% reduction to £14,956. 
The accounts are with Alisdair MacBain and final figures will appear on the website. Again, we thank him for his generosity in doing this for us for free. 
Equipment expenditure includes a new laptop for the Secretary
Grant Aid Funding Levels and Membership Fees:

1. Amount claimed will be removed and it highlighted that these are up to a maximum amount. 
2. The motion was proposed that the membership fees be increased to a maximum of £35 per club and £15 per individual if necessary. 
3. The £750 cap per club is to be retained. This approved by the membership present. This year we already have £5500 of committed grants. Due to the demands on the funding, we are going to be tougher on incomplete applications and late claims, especially in the light of the 3% drop in Highland Council funding.

Joan thanked Margaret Farmer for her contribution as a long-standing stalwart member of RCSC. She has also been our regular representative at the Tain Sports Hub and for her own bowling club. She was nominated as a Queen’s Baton Bearer for Tain. A small gift was given as a token of our appreciation.

Darren Reid – Report on Dingwall Sports Hub:

There are currently 3 sports hubs in the Highlands, at Tain, Aviemore and Thurso. 
Their main aims are:-
 1. To bring together all sports folk to be constructive at promoting sport 
2. To provide local information for people coming into the area. 
3. To make it easier for local clubs to do their thing and investing back into clubs on the ground. 

There is a meeting next Wednesday 28th May at 7pm in Dingwall Academy. Representatives from SportScotland will be in attendance to describe the national project and its relevance to Dingwall.

ASC’s Report:  -Lynne Fraser from Alness. 
After the summer Jake Williams will be the ASC for Invergordon and Alness. Lynne is on maternity cover and will then be going to the Culloden cluster. 
Lynne thanked RCSC for coach education grants, especially in helping a 4th year boy achieve his level 1 Golf coaching award. He is now involved with training in clubs. Commonwealth Games-themed activities are moving on apace to inspire primary-aged children. There is a dance project for non-sporty children on 16th May at 1pm – 7pm at Eden court followed by a dance display. 
Award funding has been made available for dance tutors in primary and secondary schools. ASCs do taster sessions and then youngsters take the projects forward at lunchtimes and before and after school. At Easter nine young people in 2nd year received their sports leader awards. This project starts in P7 and goes through to 2nd year. This provides them with the opportunity to develop their own skills and after completing their awards can now take sessions in the primaries. They are targeting girls groups via children’s services to encourage those who need extra help to become active. Active Schools is celebrating 10 years this year, so in September they are planning an event to celebrate the efforts of the volunteers and parents. They are planning a triathlon swim, bike and run as part of the legacy of the Commonwealth Games.
