Highland Synchronised Ice Skating Club. 
Ali Fraser gave an informative talk to committee. Originally formed in 2003 as Inverness Ice Skating Club, they changed their name in 2012. As there is only one ice rink in Inverness they are always competing with other sports clubs. The ice requirements are also different from curling for example. There are 53 skaters, 12 of whom reside in Ross-Shire. There are 4/5 functioning teams with some cross-overs.  The club is constantly fund raising. Each team has different costumes and skate a program for a maximum of two years. The entry costs for competitions are extremely high. Amanda Clinton, the head coach, has a trainee coach programme, coaches Singles, Ice Dance and Synchro and is a National Ice Skating Association Synchronised Skating Technical Specialist. In this latter capacity, Amanda has officiated at the British Synchronised Skating Championships for the last two years and is working towards becoming an International Technical Specialist in 2014.  Amanda recently won the Highlands & Islands Team Coach of the Year Award. The club is fully inclusive, both visually impaired and physically disable d people are catered for with funding acquired for 10 week block of training to allow them the opportunity to take part, including chaperones. The committee agreed to award a £500 discretionary grant towards the British Championships in Birmingham
