Ponies must not be cantered.
Ponies may not be ridden side saddle.
Handles on saddles are permitted.
Ponies will not be stripped.
Class 24: M & M Lead Rein - Mares and geldings four years old and over not exceeding 122 cms, registered in the main body of the following Breed Society stud books: Dartmoor, Exmoor, Shetland, New Forest, Welsh A and Welsh B. To be shown in a snaffle bit. Rider must be at least 3 years old on the day of the class and not to have attained their 9th birthday by the 1st January in the current year. 
The 2 highest placed ponies in the Lead Rein Class not already qualified will go forward to the final which will take place at Scone Palace International Horse Trials on Friday 28th August 2026.   Qualifications to go no lower than 4th place

NPS Scotland/ Craigclowen School M&M First Ridden Championship qualifier
