1. Apologies: all present 

2. Minutes of the meeting of the council held on Wednesday 6th July 2022 were unanimously approved as an accurate record by all Councillors, excluding Councillor Harpham who was not present at the July meeting. Prior to the meeting an email request was received from a resident present at the July meeting to amend the minutes, the suggested alterations were circulated to Councillors ahead of the meeting for consideration, but Councillors approved the original text. 

3. Matters arising: no matters raised. 

4. Open forum: 
Bench Katy Stuart raised the issue of the bench outside the Village Hall and this      was considered later under item 10.	
Lamp Post policy has been requested by Paul Kuznecovs and specific information relating to what can or cannot be affixed to lamp posts. The chairman confirmed that Cold Ashby Parish Council does not have a Lamp Post Policy. Councillors confirmed the Parish Council cannot provide permission to Fly Post.

7. Insurance: The chairman confirmed an amendment to the allocation of premium costs (75% Capfa, 25% PC) published in the Agenda. Councillors Taylor and Bailey will raise with CAPFA and confirm at the next meeting if they will continue. 
Councillor Taylor to provide the Clerk with an up to date Capfa asset list.  
The Clerk will liaise with the broker to obtain the quote and discuss splitting the insurance, it was noted it may be too late to change before the next renewal.

8. Litter bins in Playing fields area: The Parish Council agreed that Councillor Jonathan Harris will raise concerns on behalf of the council as a representative of the WNC Norse Liaison committee at the next Meeting (12th August 2022). The Clerk will provide Councillor Harris with a map detailing the location of the bins before 12th August. 

9. Code of Conduct training: Councillors Bailey and Taylor will attend the online training (13th September 2022 10:00-12:00). The clerk will confirm places and find out the next available training date.

10. Environment: 
a. The chairman updated that the lengthsman will continue to attempt repair on the bench for one further month. Katy Stuart requested confirmation regarding the plaque and whether it can be returned to the village hall for alternative placement in the event the bench cannot be repaired. 
b. The lengthsman will clear the cemetery as pre funeral preparation. The clerk will ensure the latest version of cemetery rules are displayed on the notice board. 
c. The chairman advised the traffic monitoring survey conducted was comprehensive and results are expected within the next few weeks. Councillor Rd Williams to follow up on results and arrange for remaining monitoring point to be removed. 
d. Councillor Harpham raised 2 issues:
1. Damage to the telephone box. The clerk will liaise with the lengthsman to arrange repair.
2. Bollard damaged opposite Village green, no action to be taken until Harvest is complete.
