Present: Councillors Roper (Chair, SR), Bailey (RB), Harpham (NH) Peel (AP), and Richard Williams (RdW). 2 members of the public. Jonathan Ward-Langman (Clerk, JBW-L)
The meeting was recorded by a member of the public.
Declaration of interests: The Chair declared an interest in the item at 24.5.13 due to involvement with Cold Ashby Community Pub Group Limited; he took no part in proceedings for this item. 
24.5.1 - Apologies: to receive and consider Councillors Taylor and Rachel Williams. Councillor Kevin Parker (West Northamptonshire Council, Brixworth). 
 24.5.2 - Minutes: Minutes of the meeting of the Council held on April 3rd, 2024 were approved unanimously, subject to amendment to note that Councillor Rachel Williams was not in attendance (though her apologies had been noted).  
 
24.5.3 - Matters arising: There were none.   
 
24.5.4 - Open forum:

24.5.5 – Accounts: 
· The attached accounts for May were approved, subject to amendment of an error to show the opening balance consistently as £13,090.28. The payments contained in them were authorised. 
· Transfer of £1000 to reserves (savings account) was approved. 
Proposed NH, seconded RdW, agreed unanimously.
· It was confirmed that expenditure for storage of recordings of Parish council meetings was unnecessary.

Dear Jonathan,

Our village pub, The Black Horse, has been closed now for four years. An ACV ( asset of community value) was placed on the pub in February 2021. A group was then formed with the sole aim of reopening the Black Horse and has widespread support from within the village and surrounding areas.

As you may know, Cold Ashby Community Pub Group (CACPG) are currently in negotiations with the Owner of the Black Horse Public house, with a view to purchase the freehold.

We are at the early stages of discussions; however, progress has already been made in the application for Government grant aid.

Part of the success of obtaining grant aid as displayed in previous examples, has been the support for the projects from the Local Parish Councils . We would therefore be most grateful for a written letter from Cold Ashby Parish Council in their support of the aims of CACPG and the reopening of the Black Horse public house for the benefit and enjoyment of our community.

Dear Natalie Heath,

We wrote to your Parish Council last September (2023) to give you a short update about Buckby
Library & Hub as we serve villages such as yours as well as Long Buckby. We continue to thrive and
develop our offer to local communities, with many events, activities, art & craft, book and games
groups, as well as constantly improving our library services.

We are now getting in touch to ask if your Parish Council would consider supporting a specific
project. We mentioned in our last update that we had plans to enclose our front porch area to
create a secure and weather-proofed space for mobility vehicles and baby buggies, simultaneously
reducing obstacles and trip hazards within the building and also conserving energy and reducing our
costs. It will also enhance the safety of small children by preventing them running out on to the
pavement next to a busy road. We have planning permission, WNC and Parish Council agreement
and an architect’s plans in place. The builder, who very successfully installed our fully accessible
toilet and access to the courtyard garden, also tendered for this project, so we will be proceeding
with him in full confidence of a positive outcome.

The project cost is quoted at £55,500 because of the materials required however we are delighted to
say we now have over 50% of this figure confirmed via local donations, large and small, two
successful grant applications and a commitment from Long Buckby Parish Council. We have recently
gained additional funding from a Spring Fayre organised jointly with Long Buckby Community
Centre, applied to The Rural Communities in Need Fund via the Northamptonshire Community
Foundation and will shortly be applying to the Bernard Sunley Foundation. We are also approaching
more local businesses.

Based on the success of these remaining applications our shortfall will be in the region of £12,000.

We have a deadline of October 2024 to commence the build and we would be most grateful if your
Parish Council would consider making a donation towards this project.

Please find attached a plan of the proposed new space. If you would like any further information
about the project, please don’t hesitate to get in touch.
