3. Previous minutes - Approved.  Alex to ensure they are posted on PC website
4. Chairman’s Report – Social events have been successful.  Last one had families and people who haven’t previously come.
5. Secretary’s Report – Nothing to report
6. Treasurer’s Report – May Accounts approved.  The following points are noted:
· A lot of petrol was used due to Merv having to mow the big field with the small mower.
· A new petrol can is required (£30 on Amazon) – Merv to buy.
· Committee is happy to pay £1,260 for part 2 of the plans for the new toilets.
· As part of visit to repair roller shutter, ALL roller shutters have been checked and minor repairs made.
